Do what thou wilt shall be the whole of the law."
 

Shall be; for one must discover said Will before it truly can be done. Yet it is equally true that Do what thou wilt may mean Do what you like, insofar as this: once One has discovered the One Will True, they have yet still the free will to thwart it, though this is to welcome disaster, for this is a vain attempt by the Reason to disregard that which is its very Foundation -- Instinct. Yet, if Reason, regarding its Foundation, and recognizing itself a necessary effect thereof, then expands its Knowledge according to its right relation therewith, all is in its proper orbit, and the Will Divine may then be received within the Sphere of that Star. This is the performance of the Great Work, which, Thank GOD, is never completed, but stretches on from Infinity to Infinity. AMEN.

"Love is the law, love under will."
 

Here then is the Secret revealed, of the Word of the Law, being Thelema, and its enumeration Qabalistic, which is equal to 93:
 

Reciprocation.
 

For it is True to say that Love is Unconditional. But for Love to be made manifest and grow in proportion to those who would deem to share it, there must needs be condition. For what could exist without condition? It is the Folly of the Slaves and the Lash of their Gods, this absurd misrepresentation about Unconditional Love.

Preceding the above statement in Freud's discourse was the observation that to love one's neighbor unconditionally is to cheapen the value and virtue of Love. 
It is equally ingrateful to the Spirit of Love to love those who would take Love for granted as it is to take Love for granted. For in such a case, the Love being not reciprocated, its Waters grow Stagnant and become as a Poison, and a Dis-ease. Such is the Tabus of the Slave-Gods(which is one of the aspects reflected in ATU XVIII, which is attributed to Pisces, the Age of the Slave-Gods, in which we yet still reside). 
 

To further validate this Doctrine of Reciprocation we turn to the Tree of Life, upon which we will find Three "Reiprocal" Paths -- which is to say that these Paths connect the Pillar of Mercy to the Pillar of Severity, forming the Base, respectively, of the three Triads on the Tree. These outer pillars are generally considered to be the Masculine and Feminine as well, though each must necessarily contain within itself its own contradiction, as do the Sephiroth. 
 

The Sum of these Three Reciprocal Paths, by Gematria, is 93, which is, as aforementioned, the Sum of the Letters of the Word of the Law, which is Thelema. 
This is just one of the many symbols occult which reflect this Doctrine of Reciprocation.
