Eshelman gives lectures at a regular Caliphate gathering in Berkeley.  And you've seen him lecture at a Caliphate gathering in NY.  Yes, he has an obvious and overt connection with the Caliphate.  He maintains a separate organization with a lineage headed up by McMurtry's x-wife until her death a couple of years back.
