Motta said something interesting...he held that one was not truly a Thelemite until one was a Zelator...and a "Full Zelator" at that.  That meant that one had to join the Order of Thelema (as he re-named it).  In this order, there are three Grades (and Oaths...with one 'outside' office being the Grand Neophyte) and the administrative positions that hold the Imprimatur were included in these ranks.  Also, according to the constitution that Crowley set up, a Full Zelator was handed over to an Adept for direct training to hasten the H.G.A. experience.

In our lineage, the study of Alchemy is included in this program as it specifically addresses the issues of the Gnostic Mass; the uniting of Earth and Heaven.  Crowley wrote extensively on Alchemy, but more in the form of hints throughout his writing; especially in the Book of Thoth.  These hints are strong enough to show that he had certain Oaths that he could not reveal nor betray.

This overlay couches within the line of Sephiroth, a layer that ultimately connects all three Orders (GD, RC, SS).  But I think also, that each Sephira is its own region of consciousness, couched within the three veils of the Tree.  At least my experience of this confirms such, so far.  These pre-measured states of being were carefully set up by the ancient Qabalists; those Jews that 'have the half.'  So I'm not convinced that Crowley was simply a man, limited by the times in which he lived and subsequently, the original Golden Dawn.

So it could seem from his carefully written statements including lots of attacks with the old aeon argument. But what I didnt comment is that Jerry at last give up all his arguments in favour of anyone who would like to commit to his lineage, that these could still revive the sephirothic degrees. 
It certainly look very hospitable, but if Cornelius was so sure that the structure was so old aeon, why should he immediately surrender for his own argumentation and allow it creep back again? Maybe Cornelius is a little bit old aeon after all? Or is he simply not too sure? Anyway I look at it, his lineage of thought doesnt look good.

What I see of the A:.A:. program conscerning the sephiroth: I see nowhere that members have to commit to jewish or other traditional rituals in order to get initiated into the sephiroth. The instructions of the degrees are much more general, and most of these can be fulfilled by karma yoga, the rest are specific rituals and tasks - and these does seldom refer to the sephiroth.
But still, I see PJ has no problems whatsoever in evaluating whether the zelators develope the zeal. And the zeal developed by the existing structures is sure more farreaching and steady, than two weeks work to penetrate the sephiroth yesod and thereby getting close to the powers of the foundation sephiroth. So I see the existing structures to be very balanced in their loose connection to the sephiroth -allowing various approaches and also not solely making it a ritual work.

Now Crowley also read the passages about purging the old black rituals, and he created the A:.A:. after having obtained this instruction. I think it would be unreasonable to think that He; the Prophet didnt purge the rituals of that Order which ultimately was his most personal work. That he used the 10 degree system is deliberate.
