Based on this model, each templecould have its own Ennead, which could encompass the gods of the local family. In such cases, the number nine was not necessarily respected; Enneads formed in this manner could include a greater number of Gods."

As we see that the number of Gods was not important for the egyptians to keep clean, we must assume that the number 9 was holy to them in special and specific circumstances, that did not oppose the general and free polytheistic worship.

But when we do limit the number, we see its Tum and 4 couples.  Horus is Tum by Ra. And that makes sense to me as Atum by the means of the 4 couples recreates himself in completely new fashion.  So the picture of the Ennead becomes as the creator god that creates his own family, or as Horus the sungod with the heavenly gods behind him.  The Heliopolis thelogy have always interested me as the mystery of ON (AN) made impact upon me by reading AC or the OTO papers. By experience it has showed me to be the God of the diamond white light. And I therefore associate it with Hadit, and his ancient name of Behudet that were seen as the personification of the triumphant and blinding Sun at noon.  Heliopolis is simply called the city of On, the city of the sun in the OTO 

papers.

I have always assumed that there were a mystery God in Heliopolis that never were portrayed, or iconized as it was a mystery that were impossible to portray.  And in this connection comes Hadits word forward to me.

I think that the numerology of TBoL works on the principle of multiplying together nonzero digits, not addition as in Pythagorean numerology.  11 as 1*1=1 is suggestive of Hadit and Nuit giving rise to Horus.  Also, verse I:25 can be interpretted as applying to the number 25, 25=5*5, 5+5=10, 2*5=10, supporting this notion, and the English Qabala of Nuit is 78, 7*8=56, again supporting reduction by multiplication.  I've worked this out 

in somewhat more detail but need to get the material together and written up.

Actually, Crowley employs both addition and multiplycation, situation dependent.  And in the English Qabalah that I've developed, gives a different numeration for Nuit.  I will provide a couple of quotes from my work on this:

Let him not seek to try: but one cometh after him, whence I say not, who shall discover the Key of it all.  Then this line drawn is a key: then this circle squared in its failure is a key also.  And Abrahadabra.  It shall be his child & that strangely.  Let him not seek after this; for thereby alone can he fall from it."

Not only did this system seem to fail as it was based on deriving a string of letters from a zigzagged line game with A.C.'s handwritten manuscript which has no blatant relation to the source of this mystery expressed in AL II:55.

AL III:47, however, has been used to verify the key of the Book of The Law by Frater Achad's discovery of the use of the number 31 and its triune relation to the number 93; so important in the Gamatric analysis of Liber AL.  We will demonstrate that this further validates our own system contained herein.

But the use of a textual foundation for the English Qabalah seemed the perfect theoretical start.  Now all that was needed was a theory thus based that worked in practice.  While any random schema can produce various ‘wow’ number correspondences, it is quite worthless as a system unless it be based on the key principle revealed by Frater Achad derived from AL III.47.  To that end note the value of the word NOT as it equals 31.

Other correspondences also serve to validate this new technology:

TO MH = 31  (The Greek for ‘The Not’; symbolic for Nuit and equal to 418 in the Greek Qabalah;418 is also one of the numbers that Nuit gives to nothing in AL I.47)

BAPHOMET = 418  (ABRAHADABRA) 

ABRAHADABRA = 814 (A ThRAShRQ of 418)

The essential point is in the word NOT and it’s fitting equivalence in both Achad’s key and our system.  This we will elaborate on further.  Symbolically, the letters N, O and T are worked out as follows:

N = Sum, Whole, Completion

O = Ecstasy, Orgasm, Hail, Gasp

T = Cross of Light, World of Elements, Intersection, Square

Note that non-being is the mystery of the Ipsissimus which is an end to the Great Work; its final (N) mystery and ultimate ecstasy (O) of the ultimate light (T).  Numerically and symbolically, we have verification and validation.

The seventh new letter in AL is ‘N’, attributed to the seventh Sephirah Netzach.  Netzach translates as Victory (as in Nike), and in the Hindu system corresponds with Ananda (Bliss).  Nun (transliterated as ‘N’) is the Death card in the Tarot.  The Bliss of Death:  The Crown of All; “the consciousness of the continuity of existence, the omnipresence of my body.”  AL I.26 …and actually, this is how Ouarda’s “whiter words” renders it.  Further, Netzach is Venus or the Scarlet Woman.

‘N’ is the initial of the word Nuit and Netzach is the lower manifestation of this.  Nuit is 49 or 7 squared by the English Qabalah [and the number of Babalon in Thelemic Doctrine].  And Nuith equals 50 by the Hebrew Qabalah; which is the value of Nun.  Further, Nuit can by symbolically examined as follows:

N = Sum

U = You

I = Myself

T = Light

Nuit can be said to be the sum of you and I which is pure light (LVX) or the Breath and Logos when spiritualized by adding ‘H’ (value of 1) to get 50.  This by AIQ BKR reduces to 5; a number of Hadit.

[Note also the significance of the number 50 as the fifty stars of the Constellation of Argo, connected with Sirius and the Constellation of Orion in the Greco-Sumerian Starry Gnosis.]

The grid and so on that Crowley drew in over this passage must have some signifigance.  In any event, if you combine that gematria with the idea of reduction by multiplying digits, all words reduce to a number from 1-9, and the resulting 9-fold pattern seems to me quite compelling.  I'll give the details when I get them together and you can judge for yourselves.

There's obviously a similarity between the signifigance given to 31 in Hebrew Kaballah and to 93 in Greek gematria, but the 3 of 31 in the Hebrew refers primarily to the Supernals whereas 93 seems to be referring to the first three rays, thelema and agape being the first two, and there is probably a Greek word adding to 93 that fits with the third ray, though I don't happen to know what it is.  I don't see an obvious parallel between the supernals and the three top rays, and it seems that they may simply have

You are correct as far as an exact parallel to the Hebrew is concerned.  And I'm not exactly sure why the Hebrew letters have the order and value that they have.  Yet it's interesting that the Hebrew and English alphabets both seem to follow the "Aleph Beth" pattern.  The statement that you quote below is only intended to show a rationale behind choosing the letters for the order presented.  I started "at the beginning" of Liber AL.

But I should note that several others have done this same thing and before me.  The idea here is not new and unique on my part.  So this is not my discovery, though I seem to be the only one promoting it these days.  And yes, there is a fully developed Sepher Sephiroth that extracts all the significant words from all the Holy Books of Thelema.

Further on in the work and in what I didn't forward, it is noted that the first chapter of AL is the only chapter with all 26 letters of the English alphabet.  The other two chapters are missing the letter 'Z' (the lightening flash), which I find very interesting.  
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I looked at the Correcting the Starry gnosis post.  1/12 of 25,780 is 2148 1/3.  Adding this to 69 BC (which seems about right for the cusp between Aries and Pisces) gives roughly 2080, not the 26th century.  I don't think the precessional process is that irregular, but I don't really know.  Obviously, the founders of the major Piscean religions, Buddha, Jesus and Paul, and Mohammed, were spread out over centuries, and there are long transitions involved.  I would tend to equate Crowley with Buddha in this regard, a major figure but probably not the pivotal one, and one who was still stuck in earlier formulas to some degree.  I don't know what your source is for the manifestations versus aeons.  The workings I did suggested that the groups of 12 precessional ages fit with the 7-fold system of root races described by Blavatsky, not a 12-fold system.

It's not just artificially adding years.  You have to consider the ellipse that is the orbit of the earth.  This is going to make some aeons longer and other aeons shorter.  Physcially, in 69bce, the vernal point hit at 29 degrees Pisces.  And physically, in 2597, the vernal point will occur at 29 Aquarius.  The theoretical divisions are just that, theoretical and not actual.

A Manifestation is comprise of three Aeons.  The Aeon of Pisces was also concurrent with the inauguration of the Manifestion of Sagittarius.  The Manifestation of Scorpio before that was concurrent with both the Aeon of Gemini and the Deluge.  Cf. The Gnostic Circle by Patrizia Norelli-Bachelet...for the Thelemite, though she knows it not (as I've had a dialogue with her...and she obviously doesn't write her own books...but her devotees do in India), it's an amazing work.  But you should be able to deduce as Aeons run deosil, Manifestations run widdershins.
