Individually, at each moment and in each circumstance, the vision of the truth of the moment, of the circumstance, of the individual.
In the external consciousness, the impersonal and mechanical recording of what is happening and of what are the people and things that comprise both the field of action and the limitations imposed upon this action.  The recording is innately automatic and mechanical, without any kind of evaluation, as objective as possible.
The impersonal and mechanical action is the body at one with itself and with its environment; the particles of which for Mother's system, are said to move entirely to the elemental plane as a congealed Soul.  The physical law of constant change still applies that ultimately, the material substance becomes spiritualized and the shell that remains is just the husk.  We are given a hint that this idea is understood by others in watching, I believe, the last of the second set of Star Wars films to make the silver screen.  Here, Yoda learns of the way to preserve the aethyric body, which of course, Luke, being strong with the force, can see after the death of Obi Wan and after the death of Yoda (even Anakin, converted back from the Dark Side, is able to do this) and the knowledge of the Force is expanded.

There may or may not be much more to it than that.  Again, my interpretation was more an application of a verse to a particular circumstance and was not in any way authoritative.  As a matter of fact, your interpretation as stated here is quite close to Crowley's and close to my original interpretation.  But I can imagine an unconscious enlightenment (shot of Kundalini up the spine and out the head) that does not manifest in that that Angel has not taken hold of the ego-structure.  The Kundalini then falls back down; enlightenment lost and the original ego structure remains relatively unchanged...still disconnected from the Angel's guidance.
If we view Crowley's transmission of Liber AL as having been the product of such a surge, yet before he ever claimed even the Grade of Adept, here's someone speaking from the Supernals before the Angel could "come up with thee."  The bitterness was in his rejection of Magick at this point in his life.  He had found it a vanity that he wasn't interested in as his only experience had been that of the disintegrating Golden Dawn lodge in England.

Paratman is also beyond individuation and is the source of all manifestation, including Atman, hence my association with the Ain Soph and Nuit. It’s a matter of reducing everything to their elements, and all seems to reduce down to Hadit, but yet it is not exactly clear to me. 
Here again, I can't lay claim to an authoritative posture on my supposition.  I'm relying more on my feelings per my own experience so far.  Indeed, as our former list member pointed out, the Atman is placed by Crowley in the Supernals in 777.  And it may be that the Atman merely reaches down into Tipharet, appearing as the Angel to take the ego-structure in tow.  But then, how could the angel not "come up with thee"?  The problem here is more the difference between the Hindu and Western symbol systems.
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
