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This is reminiscent of the Formula of ON.  However, the work of the female (Babalon or Scarlet Woman) in the operation takes the energy up to Tiphareth and it is the male (Therion or the Beast) who earth's (grounds) or manifests it in Malkuth.  She does her part by way of the Death Atu, connecting Netzach and Tiphareth as he does his part by way of the Aeon Atu, connecting Hod and Malkuth.  The two operators are connected by way of the Tower Atu (War/Love).  And we have one part of the Swastika in this operation (if you trace the lines).  Picture this as a whirling force and you'll see why the figure has this jagged line drawn twice...suggesting two involved in the operation.
