While I would find the 'worship' of any god or goddess strange in a Thelemic context, you can feel free to recommend anyone for the list.  Now, it's Babalon and not Babylon...the first being the Thelemic goddess and the latter being the Biblical location; though the former is also sort of a location as well.  Babalon is the Earth goddess on one plane, and hence, the Earth herself; Gaia.  She is also a guardian of the Abyss (along w/Nuit, Pan and Choronzon)...on another plane, sotospeak.
There may be sub-groups of Thelema (I guess we could say denominations) that I haven't heard of, besides the Maatians.  And I've not heard of a group that specifically 'worships' Babalon, which doesn't mean they don't exist; I'm simply not paying that much attention anymore.  So I guess I'd be curious to see if this person represented some sectarian idea as the Maatians do.
