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I think one of the best expressions of Nuit comes by way of the creative experience.  When I'm working hard on a project such as a sculpture or a musical composition, I've noticed that time and thought become incomprehensible to me.  This really only comes by way of a 'successful' project.  Also, I've noticed my mind becoming 'passive' when 'receiving' a poem...as if I was taking dictation.

The reason I say this must be an expression of Nuit is that Nuit is Pan and Pan is the giver of form that stands as guardian of the Abyss.  And all things belong unto Nuit, the fabric of the stars that are we ALL.
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Thought may be evil, but that would require an explanation of the circumstances. Confoundation of thought and the thinker would lie in that the thinker completes his nature and sorts up his thoughts in a coherent pattern which also is able to deal with paradoxical phenomena. In this way thoughts are even and not particularly confounded. I dislike the general idea that thought is evil, I think it have to be particular. The general version of that idea is what i have seen as the chaos-magickians excuse to not take intellectual questions serious, a temptation to decline in cultural standard.

Thought is natural when it run around freely and regards every thought as just another sequence of words and symbols - equal in value, and with the egos discipline coming and going. The instances I see it gets evil is when it hooks up with value and creates loops of obsession. Ideal worship is one expression of this; when a favoured ideal suddenly makes life becomes pestered by fear of the opposite, maybe something is gone wrong?
