There is a continous line of speech from 39 to 48, then follows a kind of break with the word Abrogate. But this whole passage is marked by the theme of Order and organisation. In 33 we see: Write unto us the ordeals; write unto us the rituals; write unto us the law! And in 49 and 50 Nuit continues still on the theme by giving hints on ordeals for the Order or organisation or the fold called thelemites, - in other words, Crowley was asking for the doctrines of a new religion and this is what he recived in clear light. So I feel sure this is all about the core of the system which shall be following Thelemites. There is no mentioning of the word alchemy here. 

And then looking further into the passage of 39 to 48, we see 45 to 48 is a new subdivision of this passage, with the elegant linking of the word perfect.
ANd what is this passage about? The key sentence here must be "Nothing is a secret key of this law" as th other sentences are mainly telling spiritual facts, apart of the bidding; "Unite by thine art so that all disappear." But this latter sentence gets its meaning through what I called the key sentence - and that key sentence links Nothing to will and perfection in a way that we understand that here is the place worthy of extra focus.
Then we can look at the half.
Then we also see that the sentence goes "But they have the half" and the last ones mentioned is the jews, so its natural that its refering to them, but we cannot even be 100% sure on that. But 99% is good enough.

But that would be the interpretation on the outer level. This passage deals with more, and its typical of Liber L, to keep several levels. 
On the use of the word Key, there is to say that I have got several references to the Fortress of the Law, meaning something particular within the domain of the sephiroth Chokhmah. It makes a lot of sense to me too, that this place have a terrible defence, to guard aginst the possiblity that any whatsoever sneak should be able to hold Divine Will.
And as the translation of Thelema goes both as Will and Divine will, It is likely that we here deal with a way of hooking up to very great powers. (of course it is, ive had it at times)
