In the early nineties, my mentor in the cOTO (who is one of the very few that have become IX later than the original gang) told that there was no direct need for practicing magick (meaning ritual magick) in the OTO before the Vth degree. As things proceeded, the fussy attenders who showed up to the caliphate managed to create so much chaos out of their magickal practice that officers    became frustrated over the lack of insight. It's important to understand what was going on in the mid to late nineteenth century ev.  The Theosophists prophesied Krishnamurti as the next Avatar (which he himself rejected).  HPB taught about 'Hidden Mahatmas' and revealed a hidden treasure; our lost history.  From that, we gained a new way to construct a spiritual technology (Crowley insisted she was a Master of the Temple).  Even before her, we can look at the brilliant work of Eliphas Levi when he discovered the synchronous relationship between the Major Arcana and the letter of the Hebrew alphabet.  And of course, during the Renaissance, Dee & Kelly bring forth what would come to be called Enochiana.  Dr. Dee would be one of the principal founders of Rosicrucianism.  Let's not forget also, the brilliance that went into creating the Gnostic scriptures.  And for that matter, there's the brilliance that created the ancient Mayan texts.  And though the culture was quite different from what we understand, the aboriginal Shaman and the ancient Voudouns gave us much.

All of this consistently brought humanity to new heights; brought the flower of genius where darkness once reigned.  Part of such Magick is measured by the human response to it.  The effect the Gnostics had on ancient Rome changed the history of the world, as did the Renaissance.  The line of men that started with Levi and through to Barrett, Mathers and ultimately Crowley has everything to do with what the Western Mystery Tradition is today.  Their effect was that strong and profound.

More recently, along comes three men; Mathers, Westcott and Woodman.  They bring this technology to a new height; combining Masonry and Rosicrucianism in a way that captured the imagination of England.  Their Tarot and the changes they made in the Qabalah was so strong that even today, most people into these subjects assume that this is how it always was.  Crowley owes them a great debt and most especially Mathers.

Crowley's work, Liber AL, the other holy books, Liber 418 has constructed a system that changed the face of human society.  So much of what most people take as ancient knowledge is only as ancient as Crowley.  He was a prophet and perhaps even an avatar that has altered the human paradigm.  His revelation continued with innovations in the Qabalah (partially even a restoration here) and his research into Yoga, Tantra, Chinese and Arabic systems.  Yet even he only gave us but a skeleton.

From the Golden Dawn had eventually come Dion Fortune, whom would form a unique alliance with Crowley later on.  She would have a profound influence upon Grant and Motta.  No matter what the Yellow Press has done to these two; especially Motta, and no matter what incongruities they had in their characters (like Crowley didn't have his quirks...oi veh!), they put some meat on the bones of that skeleton.  And let's not forget the important contributions made by Achad and Russell.

Outside of Thelema, Mother and Sri Aurobindo along with their successors, Patrizia Norelli-Bachelet and Satprem have made wonderous contributions; even men such as Krishnamurti and Gurdjieff.

First, Crowley noted that whoever was in possession of Emblems and Modes was a IXth Degree (I as so many others, am in possession).

Second, the idea of "magick that happens with the ceremony" is based on the theory of 'shakti-pat.'  That is a stream of energy that comes from the first initiator (in the case of the O.T.O., the origin is Crowley) and is passed by a 'laying on of hands' down a line of descendancy.

The ceremony itself is simply a formality and a way to convey information; as well as a way to acculturate or prime as Paul Thomas would say.

This is why the Caliphate has had to pretend that Germer was OHO, in order to create the illusion of this descendancy.  The truth would mean a broken line and no shakti-pat.  Unless of course, someone else had attained and renews the vitality of the line.  So far, no one has ever stepped forward in the Caliphate to do this.  And of course, an order that is hell-bent on canonizing Crowley cannot produce such an one.  They are making the same mistake that the Christians made; they are saying that all the miracles happened way back when and we can no longer have such theurgy.

I think that as we have been moving into an integrative period, as a culture, the gender wars are but one of the symptoms.  We are neither in a patriarchal nor a matriarchal period.  The 60s ev gave us a hint with the rise of an androgynous culture; that especially reached its height at the end of the decade with the beginnings of the Glam movement.

By the early 80s ev, we see women slowly beginning to take leadership roles with male subordinates in our culture.  Though we still haven't found any means for comprehending this in the sexual domain.  This is symptomatic of a Christist culture that still holds sex and discussion about sex as such a taboo that even husband&wife have difficulty in discussing this between themselves.

When this is finally overcome, we'll lose the facile sensualism that pervades so much of our culture.  And I think Thelema is unique in having the tools to foster such an accomplishment.  However, because so many groups, especially but not limited to the Caliphate, have chosen quantity over quality (they have not carefully screened, nor developed a true initiatory capacity in their members), these Thelemic-oriented groups have simply continued the old paradigm.

Some groups, such as HOOR or even the Alexandrian/Wiccan tradition have really only tried to get to some false feminist ideal that recalls more the matriarchy in a false and impracticable light.  Essential to this problem in Thelema is the lodge/masonic format.  This sets up the cultic ideal of 'family' (brothers and sisters that pledge to help each other; but in reality, will not when it really counts).  It creates an illusion and a dysfunctional union; reflacting the refracted nature of our family life in our technologically alienated culture.

I've striven to move away from this with the community ideal of the A.M.H.R.; presenting a more functional model that combines individualism and privacy with a healthier relationship with the collective that is key to human civilization.

Pursuant to our recent conversations, I've read something this morning in a book called:  The Morning of the Magicians by Louis Pauwels and Jacques Bergier.  Please read this carefully:
 

"The notion of a secret international society composed of men of hte ihigherst intelligence, spiritually transformed by the profundity of their knowledge, desirous of protecting their scientific discoveries agasint officialdom and ht ecuriosity and greed of other men, and reserving for themselves the right to use their discoveries at the right moment, or else to conceal them for a number of years or to allow oly an insignificant fraction of them to be published--such a notion is both an extremely ancient and an ultra-modern one.  It would have been inconceivable inthe nineteenth centruy, or even twenty-five years ago.  Today it is quite conceivable.  I would even dare to state that, on a certain level, such a society exists today.  Some of us who have been received at Princeton (I am thinking especially of my friend Rahah Rao) may have formed the same opinion. Though there is nothing to prove that the secret Rosicrucian sociey existed in the seventeenth century, we have eery reason to believe that a society of this nature is being formed today by thye pressure of events, and that there is bound to be one in the future.  We shoudl explain, however, what is meant by secret society, the idea of which, seemingly so remote, has its own significance today.
To return to the Rosicrucians.  The historian Serge Hutin tells us that: "They then represented a group of human beings who had reached a higher state than the mass of humanity, and thus possessed similar internal characteristics which enabled them to recognize one another at all times."
This definition, in our opinion at least, ahs themerit of being free from high-falutin' occult terminology.  That is because we have a clear, amost scientific, practial and optimistic idea of what is meant by a "higher state."
Scientific research has reached the stage where we can envisage the possibility of artificial mutations that will improve living beings, inclding man himself.  "Radio-activity," according to a British biologist, "may create monsters, but it will also give us geniuses."  The aim of the Alchemist's researches was the transmutation of the operator himself; perhaps it is also that of the modern scientist.  We shall see presently that, up to a point, this has already happened in the case of certain contemporary scientists.
Advanced studies in psychology seem to have proved the existence of a state of hyper-consiousness different from sleep and wakefulness, in which a man's intellectual faculties may be increased ten-fold.  To the psycology of the subconsious, which we owe to psychoanalysis, must now be added a psychlogy of the heights which opens up a vista of super-intellectuality.  Genius may be merely one of the stages through which man must pass in order to acieve the fullest use of his faculties.
In normal life, we only us a tenth of our potential resources of attention, propsection, memory, intuition and co-ordination.  We may well be on the point of discovering, or rediscovering the keys that will enable us to open within ourselves doors behind which a massof new knowledge is awaiting us.  In this context, the idea of an imminent mutation in humanity is nearer reality than it isi to some occult dream.
We shall be dealing at length with this point later.  No doubt there are already among us the products of this mutation, or at all events men who have already taken some steps along the road on which we shall all be traveling one day.
According to tradition, since the term "genius" can hardly embrace all the higher potentialities of the human mind, the Rosicrucians were supposed to have been of another order of intelligence, elected by co-option.  It is, perhaps, truer to say that the Rosicrucian legend lends support to a reality: a permanent secret society of men of exceptinal faculties--an  open conspiracy, in fact.
The Rosicruian Society probably came naturally into being, consisting of men of superiuor intelligence seeking similar spirits with whom it would be possible to converse.  This suggests an Enstein, who could only be understood by five or six men in the whole world, or a few hundred mathematicians and physicists capable of discussing usefully the implications of hte laws governing even numbers.
The Rosicrucians were concerned exclusively with the study of nature; but such a study was illuminating only to mind sof a different caliber from that of  ordinary men.  If such minds are brought to bear on a study of nature, they will atain to a knowledge of all things and perfect wisdom. This new, dyanmic idea attracted both Newton and Descartes.  their name have more than once been associated with the Rosicrucians.  Does this mean that they were affiliated members?  Such a question is meaningless.  We are not thinking of an organized society, but of the establishment of the necessary contacts between exceptinal minds, and a common language, not secret, but merely inaccessible to ordinary mena at a givenepoch in time."

You make a good point here, or at least a point in harmony with my own.  I believe, that drugs, including coffee and certain foods, should be used as tools with a certain degree of conscious will.  As soon as our usage lacks a clear sense of purpose we get into trouble.  I believe crowley noted this when discussing opium, as soon as one developes a knee jerk reaction, that is an unconscious habit, its all over.  This also reminds me of bored teenagers using their baseball bats to deface signs etc.  Theres usually an absentminded approach, the person then becomes used by the tool instead ot the other way around.  What happens is that any unity between the conscious will and the unconscious will is destroyed, usually with the unconscious will calling all the shots, leading to an imbalance and self destruchtion.  The key lies in maintaining a dialogic union between the conscious will and the unconcious will at all times, the diary seems to help this and all drug use should be recorded in the diary with the intentions of use.

Thankyou for the responses, I was particularly struck by your note about naivity in wicca.  In general the wiccans I have met are nice intellectual city folk trying to return to a percieived golden age of values, that they project onto an otherwise ambiguouos past that mostly reflects the dreams and needs of the present, than any objective history. Many of them are practical in a meat and potatoes kink of way while some are sooo out of touch with nature that their religion seems like an attempt to mitigate what would otherwise be a disconnected intellect.  At a festival I found my parents, who are open minded and claim no belief in magick at all to be more in touch with nature than half the city slickers at the camp.  

 

The proplem that I see with wicca, is that it is attempting a regression that cannot be made.  (thelemnites are guilty of this too!) That is they seem to be striving toward a mentality that is analogous with the un-intellectual nature worship in the period of Isis.  But this is history, along with the purely Osirian mind set.  Now there is the marraige of the two into the child.  We can never return to history or completely erase it; the thesis and antithesis must be converted into a synthesis.  That is a new and improved approach, that is being revealed now.

Yes, Motta degenerated for several reasons.  And some of his paranoia was originally well-founded; though it destroyed him nevertheless.  This still permeates his most loyal followers (Bersson, Stone, Eales; even seemingly Canuto).  Though I will agree that Eales has some decent moments.  Yet, just like the Caliphate, Motta and even Eales today, would set up a pseudo-Papacy with Motta's idea of the 'Office of the Beast.'
Ray has his followers believing that he is THE light...not A light...as if the Earth would stop spinning should he perish before choosing a successor.  And Ray hands out restrictions in that he tells his people who they can and cannot associate with as much as he intimidates his followers in a 'shut up' environment.  Everybody is somehow beneath him as they still have an ego.  This is a real, spiritually destructive environment.

I for one suggest that we end this discussion; it’s been going on way too long. Everyone will see various pros and cons in any environment. Debating the legitimacy of these pros and cons is somewhat redundant and counterproductive. For me, the value lies in the interpretation of the underlying facts that actually create these subjective dispositions. As we are all central stars in the body of Nuit, our experiences will differ greatly. One fact will do for me something entirely different for you.
 
I don’t have much direct contact with any of the OTO bodies. My value judgments based upon what I have experienced, while limited, give the opportunity to discover the motivations for those particular judgments. I haven’t seen any intelligent discourse from any of the Thelemic internet groups, nor have I seen any particularly valuable papers written by anyone from the OTO who has an internet presence or national publications (aside from the obvious few contributors, Motta, Grant, etc.). This doesn’t mean that the OTO has completely turned to shit, but that I choose not to give these organizations my hard earned time and money, simply because they have nothing of value to offer me. But this is my judgment and cannot be applied across the board. The OTO’s apparent detour from Thelema as I think Crowley envisioned it is also a deterrent. It appears as if the little bit of power or ‘apparent’ initiation (i.e. a false sense of elitism and egoic superiority) has halted the orders’ ability and drive to progress and maintain their focus. This was quit obvious to me in the few occasions when I attended the mass at a local cOTO lodge. Granted it is very little evidence to condemn an entire organization, but my experience has been corroborated by others across the world and thereby a consensus has been established here. 
 
Looking beneath the surface for a moment, what is the integral mechanism to safeguard any social organization from similar schism? Corruption and ulterior motives are abundant in almost all organizations (Political, social, religious, etc) and seems to be the inherent fate. I feel that every structure of individuals, acting as a whole, must have in place a leader that can be trusted to maintain the ideals of the whole. Government certainly is no shining example. Self-government is pretty close to impossible. A Magus must be in charge of the organization, and the rank and file must be such that money and power are not the carrots in front of the horses. 
 
So generally, what I mean is: We all have our reasons for liking or disliking the OTO, and it does no good whatsoever trying to convince another of our particular point of view. There is however value in pointing out facts to others and offering our insight, but eventually, it is up to each of us to make our own value judgments of the people, places and things we chose to interact with. This judgmental ability should necessarily be based upon our understanding of our own essential and pure Will.

I enjoyed your qabalistic exegesis and found it insightful.  But I was curious as to your attribution of kaph to alchemy, mainly because I always made the strongest associations between art and alchemy by its obvious portrayal of conjunction and transformation.  Now on the wheel we have the 3 alchemical principles, the wheel is malkuth being 10 (also had and nuit) yet as a wheel it is 0 Ain, no-thing, also the Devil Atu=eye, illumination=unconditioned consciousness in Vedanta standards, and as capricorn is the goat who rejoices in even the most un-hospitable circumstances, ie. mountains.  Thus the weel=samsara, and it equals illumination, unconditioned absolute consciousness (saksin). Thus reiterating the Madhyamika school's axiom samsara is Nirvana, and re-affirms the Thelemic notion of all existence being pure joy. Kings of the earth etc.  

In this sense I can see a definite association since it indicates the entire process as a single symbol.  Yet it shows that there is really no process at all, rather there is a realization.  Another note from 777, that the Wheel is the square root of Tau, that is the universe is a series of wheels.  I see it more that the wheel being an o shape, the universe is really a bunch of 0!'s that is self illuminating no-things, taking an indifferent joy in all experience/images that are projected within themselves.  That is the appearance of an infinite number of hads and nuits that are really but modifications of Had and Nuit.  just as the man and child are but different phases of certain variables; or the same elements in various arrangements appearing as many on the plane of space and time.  Anyways enough diversions!  But these ideas came up just now as I was considering the nature of kaph.  But wait, kaph is 20 and 2=0 is a much more obvious expression of the great work, thus quite alchemical.

In a few books I have read a woman is described as having a "triangle of pubic hair," which leads to the vagina. The Tarot Atu would be the Empress (Venus and Daleth, the "door" or gate). The path of the Fool is attributed to 0 or 1 and the Magus to 1 or 2 depending on how you number it. 

As per microcosm & macrocosm - man is a microcosm or star, or rather he strives to be a complete one (which is perfect and a god). The macrocosm is the universe or night-sky (Nuit). 

YHVH I have found to be the nuclear family which is ideal, but has no consuming spirit (Shin = fire, tooth) to bring it to life. That would be father-mother-son-daughter, also interpreted as: adult man-adult woman-girl-boy. The last two are children of the earth. Not literally to have a family and squirt out unwanted kids and pollute the earth...but something alchemical from within ;)
