In my article: http://www.astronargon.us/prinproph.html, I discuss the nature of prophecy and list these important principles presented by Crowley:
1. The prophecy must announce itself as such.
2. The date of the prophecy must antecede that of its fulfillment.
3. The prophecy must be precise.  This rules out causes where alternative verifications are possible.
4. The prophecy must be more than  a reasonable calculation of probability.
5. The verification must be simple, natural, unique and unmistakable.
6. The prophecy itself must possess the complement of this precision.  It must be so perfectly unintelligible at the time that the elucidation of the answer is it certain that the prophet knew precisely the whole riddle.
 

And I list my own additional principles for examining so-called prophecy.  I will add different points to this than those found in the article in order to show these points in more generalized terms:
1. The history of the life of the Prophet; including his or her education and spiritual or religious training.
Unwilling prophets have often shown themselves in the past; recently, Edgar Cayce would be one example.  His Christian faith contradicted much of what he said in his trance states and caused him some emotional anguish.
Willing prophets should show remarkable spiritual training.  And by that I don't mean the tedious devotion to dogma, doctrine and propagandized history that is presented in the various divinity colleges, but the science of mind/body/soul development as exemplified in such things as the Rig Veda.
2. The Prophet's psychic state at the moments of reception; including his or her personal circumstances and level of initiation.
My comments above address this as well; particularly either the trance states, such as experienced also by Nostradamus and a part of the Rig Veda developmental practices.  To access that region of the mind connected with what Carl Jung calls the 'collective unconscious' isn't done through the hyper-inflated egoic states that Pat Robertson reaches in front of a television camera.
3. The classification of possible variations to the psychic state of the prophet and the prophecy.
Again, addressed above, but with this variation: there are levels to this state of consciousness; or degrees of access that we can attain to the cerebellum, reached so effortlessly in the REM state of sleep.  Note how so many biblical personages reached their prophectic awareness in dreams.  Also, the aboriginal shaman attained this state through trances that were often enough, induced through the consumption of psycho-tropic substances.
4. The Authentication of the prophecy and the source of the channeled information by Qabalistic analysis and a contrast to other non-prophetic writings of the Prophet as a mundane personality.
Getting past the egoic stucture of one's psychology would as much change one's handwriting as it would one's syntactical patterns in speech and in writing.  It should come out, seeming as if there was another person writing this.  And indeed, it must connect in some way, to prophetic visions already established.  Why?  Because we are one race with one human drama unfolding in history...a history that exists hundreds of thousands of years before some dead Jesus came on the scene with his scarecrow, fear-mongering campaign.  In  other words, we share the same collective unconsciousness.
5. A Qabalistic proving of correspondences that works on several levels simultaneously.
Besides the technical details of Qabalistic correspondences that would fall outside the scope of the generalized comments I'm trying to present here, the idea of a prophecy working on several levels is important.  In other words, there should be personal and meta-personal applications of the wisdom gleaned after the prophecy is unveiled.  That means, after the events have unfolded that 'prove' the prophecy.  Still, there is the question of attitude; in Crowley's sixth point (above) he notes: "It must be so perfectly unintelligible at the time..."  This is so often the complaint of those examining the work of Nostradamus.  The skeptics argue that only after the fact, do his prophecies become recognizable and that this defies the (alleged and commonly argued) predictive nature that prophecy should contain.  The reason why I disagree with this is that even in our own personal lives, when we are told bluntly even, about certain problems with our behavioral responses to situations, we are often blinded; being so clever at deceiving ourselves.  Wisdom is always gleaned after the fact as before the fact, it's just blind faith.  Show me a wise man and I'll show you someone that's made a mess out of his life.  :-)
6. The valuation of the present interpretation of the work as applied to the empirical experience of perception and being and the possible relevance of the work on both a personal and interpersonal scale.
This is really an expansion of my fifth point that I discussed in my new comment to it in this post.
7. The general intuitive response to the comprehension of the prophecy.
Human intuition is the first access we have to the spiritual part of our being...to our soul or etheric body (a scientific fact as discussed in my article: http://www.gclvx.org/astronargon/Scientific%20Proof%20for%20Levi's%20Aethyr.html).  As we learn scientifically, to develop such perception, we can respond intelligently to works from this intuitive level; a level that combines both our emotional and intellectual bodies.
8. The skeptical examination of the shortcomings of the work from an empirical Science of Illuminism.
This is incredibly important!  There must always be short-comings in such work as the cerebellum and the nature of the way it operates is so completely different from that of the corpus collosum (used in our everyday consciousness) that no perfect correspondence can exist between the two.
9. General community acceptance of the work by consensus...organically...success is your proof.
In other words, the immediate function of prophecy should be to coagulate a community to a collective vision that unites them in spirit.  For example, these words:  "We hold these truths to be self-evident..."
10. The timelessly seeming predictive revelation of historic and transformational events in human development.
Humanity does cycle and history always repeats itself.  Tapping into the collective psyche is not really that far-fetched as it originates in our genetic structure.  An interesting hint of this is given in the next to last episode of Star Wars, when Qi Gong tests the blood of Attikan Skywalker and notes an unusually high amount of "Mitochlorians" (a symbiant lifeform that gives humans access to the Force) in his system.  Read my article on the mitochondria present in the human cell as discussed in my article: http://www.gclvx.org/Liber%20Vox%20Viva%20Voce.doc.
11. Fulfillment of various prophecies in a quantifiable pattern in contemporary history.
In other words, as discussed above, prophecy should unfold throughout history.  And really, how can any 'prediction' be proven beforehand?  The skeptics are asking for the impossible and creating their own self-fulfilling prophecy.
12. The continued development of the prophetic tradition with the occurrence of new prophets continuously within a tradition that is growing and developing.
Motta said that religion is the death of theurgy.  Let's define theurgy as the connection with the cerebellum and that part of ourselves which is uncontained by our conscious egos.  Religion needs the ego and contains it with doctrine and dogma in order to inculcate fear; the main state of the lower ego.
13. The closing of the canon in a fully defined, yet dead spiritual system.
And yet, times change and so do cultural traditions.  Any real prophecy must show an end to its cultural orientation so that a new spiritual ferver can arise from its ashes and humanity can keep consistent to its need for inspiration and culture.
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
