The diamond body is the one corresponding to atziluth or the causal plane. This is the vehicle of the soul. It differs abruptly from our normal understanding of the body of light, because this one doesnt at all look like a body. It is a abstract shape, and the one I have experienced was a torus shape. I believe these shapes can vary from person to person. The globe is also a natural shape.
The soul shape is found in  aethyr ZID. Thats where Crowley made his reformulation of AbraMelin. Jack Parsons tried also immature and haunted by visions of the Black Pilgrimmage to summon it. If he realized its content, nothing is found which describes anything therefrom, but the aftermath was violent fiery. When the peek through the abyss was done, it was the end of any luck whatsoever Jack Parsons had. Hubbard ran away with his wife and Parsons died in that fuel explosion.

I too had to try this, when I early found myself at odds and war with most of the people of the dirtchaos currents. I just had to be sure that my attainment was right. So I had previously got the sigils and instructions from enochia. This can be found at the page on PD.
Today I see the connection between the vault of the rosicrucians and the diamond body very clear. The vault is in the floor of the pyramid, and sorting out ones pyramid is the neglected task in todays occultism. Still the A:.A:. have got it. The only rites which were meant to be private were Pyramidos and Cadaveris.
I also see that the three sephiroth of the left side can be summarized in three things. Hod = the chalice. Geburah = the Pyramid. Binah = the soulshape. (grail)
These three are the things which also must be known as the great safeguards for any magickian. For life isnt always so easy, and the earth isnt fair, so if life goes very wrong, and development becomes awkward, it is possible to regain mental health by the willingness to sacrifice everything unto Nuit; Lady of Nothing. And this in connection with adoration of these three shapes, which inthemselves are absolute zeros. Gaining peace in one of these forms is the turning point, and from then on one can start to grow again and accumulate powers. But know, that these forms are terrible to confront. Confronting zero, becoming zero is ofcourse as much death as you can get in magick.

By Heidricks words its easy to forget that our inner structures are automatic, and the reincarnation of the soul shape with contents is likely to happen without work. The cause for this work could just as well be to rediscover the contents of this soulshape. Its connection with hot and cold death is a made thing, and its likely to be reexperienced as we realize these levels. But in these times the revitalization of the soulstructure and essence is more important than ever before. Talents, decisions and other stuff which the soulstructure contains may today be at odds with the new aeon, and therefore those who in these days does this work, may relax for another millenia. In particular I regard the ordeals of Thelema and Agape as the most foundational prinsciples which must be done for restructuring the wellfunctioning of the soul - making a new core understanding of which everything else is dependent upon, and which becomes so natural, that failures doesnt become a real option, as one always have a broad and natural way in sight.

Your comments on the Diamond Body are great.  And I was particularly fascinated by your comments on the Pyramid.  But I note that you haven't considered our restored version of Liber Mysteriorum, which is a complete pyramid rite.  Keeping that as a private document for the Dominus Liminis is fine.  Though I'd really like to see a discussion of your ideas on the pyramid and the sorting out of one's pyramid...as you say.
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It will come. The need for it right now is far from urgent. 
But what I find important to know is the connection with HGA/illumination complex. This unity, when found is the founder of the personal pyramid. It means the pyramid must be created out of the K & C of the HGA. The pyramid then becomes ones home on earth for our essential being. The pyramid is action turned to matter, or spirit turned to stone. The creation process is likely to be experienced as a fall. Like the illumination going downwards with the averse pentagram. 
I received in my time a little table from my HGA in enochian which are the words to call forth the pyramid. Inside is all safety, integrity, peace from need and then also the seat of kundalini. Outside is war and suffering. In I ged there is the OP = 22, which can be used to call forth a general pyramid, and also oak. It further have setups to linking to the domaine of the zodiac. (chokmah)
The symbols of the pyramid, the mountain and the oak are interchangeable, but then the oak could also be said to be the representant of the spine powers the pyramid. Old myths of walking mountains or Tolkiens ents are telling of the process of enduring through the city of pyramids, learning the duality and balance of the pyramid and also starting to use it.

Also consc the expression of the diamond body, what is achieved with the pyramid is access to the main mental level or the mental body. You state that the Pyramid is created out of the K&C of the HGA, but what I’ve always assumed I have gathered from A.C.’s “John St. John” and elsewhere, and include in my essay on Liber Pyramidos:

 

According to the notes in John St. John, the Pyramid is built before the Aspirant even enters, so this could mean that the Universe has prepared the place for the Initiation regardless of the Aspirant’s knowledge of such. Indeed, given the nature of Magickal Oaths, the Initiation unfolds regardless of the formalities.

 

So I wonder if the Pyramid is the result of the Knowledge and Conversation, or if it is the “breeding-ground” of it? In my experience, limited as it may be, I find that the Pyramid (a relation could be made between the Pyramid and the Outer Triad) must be erected – pun – before the K&C is attempted; or, rather, is the prerequisite to the K&C.
