The situation in the early church was circumvented when Rome stepped in and put an end to the discussion; formalizing canon.  This is not unlike the various states, resuming their ancient arguments after the fall of the Soviet Union.  Thelema is now in such a place as the early church, except that it really has only Crowley.  I might be considered a lone voice, supporting Runar and I guess we could start to look at morons such as Nema and Aquino.  But as these and other voices are forming a multiform perspective, Crowley himself is being derided (the Aiwass-Thelema people are building more and more of a case with their daily propaganda on this).  This is the opposite of what was happening in the early days of Christianity, where Jesus was becoming more and more the focus, with the peripheral characters fading into supportive roles, up to the final canonization of scripture.

This rings as something the ancient Gnostics described in declaring that the crucifixion never touches Jesus...I believe, in the Gospel of Thomas.  Crowley writes that energy can't be destroyed, only transformed.  And we know that change equals stability.  Therefore, we avoid death by accepting it and developing a strength in our consciousness that enables us to move with conscious self-empowerment through the transition.  I would suspect that the Philosopher's Stone is all about this empowerment.  The mistake then, that Alchemists make is to seek the Cold Death.  This has even been infused into the Roman heresy, with their doctrine of resurrection of the body.

This comment of Motta's is a most curious one.  And you should note, that Motta was a very black&white character who saw little grey.  But before discussing this, let me quote Crowley from Liber Aleph (and you may find my articles [A.'.A.'. page] on physics helpful):

====

DE MENSTRUO ARTIS.

But concerning the Medium by whose sensitive Nature our Magick Force is transmitted to the Object of our Working, doubt not. For already in other Galaxies of Physics have we been compelled to postulate an Aethyr wholly hypothetical in order to explain the Phenomena of Light, Electricity, and the like; nor doeth any Man demand Demonstration of the Existence of that Aethyr other than its Conformity with general Law. Thou therefore, Creator and Transmitter of thine own Energy, needest not to ask whether by this or by some other Means thou performest thy Work. Yet I know not why this Aethyr of the Mathematicians and the Physicians should not be one with the Astral Light, or Plastic Medium or Aub, Aud, Aur (these three being a Trinity) of which our own Sages have spoken. And this Meditation may bring forth much Knowledge physical, which is good, for that which is above is like that which is beneath, and the Study of any Law leadeth to the Understanding of all Law. So mayst thou learn in the End that there is no Law beyond Do what thou wilt.

====

Also, this quote from Crowley's commentaries to AL:I.37 is interesting:

====

   The Obeah is the magick of the Secret Light with special reference to acts; the wanga is the verbal or mental correspondence of the same.  The work of the wand is that of Union; of the sword, Division; these correspond to the two Phases of the Cosmic cycle described above.  (See Book 4, Part II and III).

   For the root OB (AVB = 9), see Appendix;{WEH NOTE: Appendix not yet recovered} it may be connected with the word "Obey".

=====

Kenneth Grant defines OB as also the root of Obeah, but meaning Serpent, connecting the idea with the Ophidian current.  Gematrically, it is 9, representing the astral of Yesod.  OD equals 11, identifying it with Magick.  And as per Grant, the light of Da'ath (remember Yesod connects with Da'ath via the Nightside of the Tree)...energy tending to change, which curiously enough, connects again to the Hot Death of this thread.  Grant also states that it is the positive form of OB.

Motta then takes the OD and states that those you use this force are of Nuit and in particular, the Milky Way Galaxy.  And of course, all those who are of US are connected to the number 11 as per AL, which would have us consider Hadit and RHK as well.

OB, in relating to the astral, then becomes a sort of witchcraft by relation.  But I would rather say, a more practical and material force, which is also sometimes necessary, being not only connected with the Siddhis but in doing one's will upon the Earth.  So though this is a lunar force, I feel Thelemites actually work with both forces:

AL I.16:  "For he is ever a sun, and she a moon.  But to him is the winged secret flame, and to her the stooping starlight."

While the more lofty work of the A.'.A.'. is of the Sun, the work of the church/eucharist and the elixir of life, being of the body, is certainly of the Moon.  Motta, by shifting too far into the solar-phallic ideas became harsh and his misogynistic tendencies didn't do him any good here, either.  I don't believe Motta ever equilibrated or integrated his psyche, per animus/anima.

Considering this Masonically as per the GD, Boaz (strength) would represent the left side of the Caduceus (left pillar in a Masonic hall), along with OB.  And Jochin (stability) would be on the right with OD.  But it is the Middle Pillar (balance) that is central to the work.  And especially per Runar's teachings, we would end up working with both OB and OD if we were going to work all the Sephiroth (and as implied by the A.'.A.'. Grade system).  On the Caduceus, this is the Winged Disk atop a rod (command).

And that of course does make your question very 

appropriate.

First; the obvious, as I am gay, their anti propaganda is to me a kind of 

violence directed against me and my ability to love. My response to them is 

clear: Get your religion out of MY life. But I am not heard.

The 2nd and quite larger problem I have with christianity, is also linked 

up to protestantism. Protestantism in northern europe is today a exoteric 

thing which denies the spiritual aspects at large. I regard protestantism 

as a way of degenerating the theme of religion and spirituality ad mass and 

so is spoiling the very foundation for ANY other group who wants to have 

some serious practice going on.

Example: Christianity began as a religion upheld by prophets , after the 

institution of the Roman catholic church, the canonized saints became the 

way for the religion at large to continue to develope and comment itself. 

The saints were dismissed by the protestantic church immediately after 

their beginning, and as consequence we have got this reign of Bishops who 

have no real authority in religious questions apart from their commenting 

and interpretation of the source scriptures. This is a very serious 

obstacle, which makes the church creep slowly after the rest of society 

crying NO to every new case the society brings up.

You say: >War is the only option. 

Why?

 

(One is tempted to simply say Chapter 3, Liber AL.) 
Consider Crowley's useful example: there were 3 recent Aeons - Isis (Mother/woman worship), Osiris (Paternal/Authoritarian/Saviour God) and Horus (Child/Independence/Self-Responsibility). The Mother worship/reliance idea is only in very primitive parts of the world now (or in English Public Schools). Most people infact still live in a mind-set of Osiris worship - i.e. look up to "Authority" for guidance; whether their Government or Allah or personal Jesus. Now they - the "Osiris" worshippers - don't like the Independence the Child (humanity) is acquiring, in thought & spirit. They want to Control - the Child has left home. Conflict will arise - as it does in any house-hold.
(If those who wish to Control would relax a bit, War may not be necessary. Unfortunately they're concerned about your morals. Burroughs: "Why does the Controller need Control". Think of the idea of a "Demuirge".) 
 

But remember - Thelemites are happy to leave others to do their Will (as more interested in doing their own) - these others are not happy to leave well alone. They must Convert us or Control us. Conflict will arise. We "Convert not". I don't go around the house of Jehovah Witnesses proffering the Book of the Law. "I am alone. There is no god where I am." Why the conflict? Look at your own Govt - they're not exactly ready to sit down and talk things over nicely now are they? (They want material AND spiritual Control.) Also the Fundamentalists in your country and abroad are rather at odds. Fundy Xtians think "Jesus" is the only Saviour - Muslims think Mohammed was the last Prophet - ever! Conflict will arise. Note they are incapable of changing their mind - the "idea fixed" is the easiest recognition of definite mental illness. You can't reason with people who are essentially not just mentally challenged - but definitely ill. You can take this in a humorous way incidentally. We're all a bit nuts - but the Principle of Right Conduct is we don't try to force our Madness on others. "Do what thou wilt" is the very opposite of presuming to tell someone what to do.
(Thelemites happily accept this Aeon will pass and give way to Maat - if War is necessary to establish Justice, well there's no point in us kicking. Thelemites accept "another prophet shall arise". Seems a wholesome (holy) attitude to me.)
 

Remember also of course the "War" is on a personal level - Cf. Comment on "Choose ye an island". The Higher Self must "overcome" the Lower Self - but this and the higher trances are more akin to "Marriage".

--What is physically removed?

 

Physically: Those who would prevent you doing your will. "Man has the right to kill those who would thwart these rights." Liber Oz. Example - it is unacceptable to have people training children as they do in US to acquire the "sin-complex" of Xtianity and believe that they came from the "Garden of Eden". Unless you want your child to grow up a nervous idiot.
Personally: your own faults in your own "house" - e.g. "foolish enjoyments or employments". Habits/friendships which interfere with your Will.

--Why is it physically necessary to remove it?

 

Obstacles need to be removed. There is a simple test - does this interfere with my Will. If so - cut it out. 
Example: family disapprove of your interests in Thelema. Solution: a) explain briefly and ask for truce, b) if they refuse explain you have no wish to cut them off but you will continue your studies - their approval is not asked for or needed. End result: they decide - if there is a cutting off it is their bigotry that has caused it. (I find such things easy - though not always necessary - but I appreciate some find this hard, if not impossible - it depends on the independence of the aspirant.)
Example: You allow the Fundamentalist Christian their view that abortion should not be allowed. But give an inch and you lose your yard. If such views took hold the extreme would be that a woman raped would be forced to have the child - hardly a desirable situation. You must remove the disease at source. (Note if you removed erroneous Xtian dogma that sex is "wrong" in some way & had sexually balanced and educated people such rapes or need for abortion etc would be far less common. Note: Rome still refuses approval of condoms for Africa despite Aids epedemic. Is this comic or tragic?)

Yet Ra-Hoor-Khuit, this union of Nuit and Hadit, Sky and Earth, calls for this Initiation by way of bloodshed (Cf. Crowley's notes on the formula of Cheth and the Chariot Atu) as ecstatic union, a Eucharist. This war of competing Christist ideologies or WWIII is yet another in a series of wars and bloodshed (as per the Tower Atu) that shows the process of the bloody sacrifice, which pervades this Aeon unto the Aeon of Maat. That is why Liber AL is in a sense 'The Third Testament'. As the second testament of the Gnostics was perverted by Council of Nicea and the Roman Patriarchs...and as the first testament was perverted by the Rabbinical Egyptians. Aiwass comes to reveal it again and in a way suitable for the time in which it is being heard. And he does try to prevent its perversion with the command of changing not so much as the style of a letter.

The best known of these methods is war.  Large scale war is the outcome of a gap in the time rhythm, a sleep of certain energies, creating disunity and separation within the total movement.  To restore the aspect of wholeness, though this be only for brief intervals, a violent measure is necessary.  And then Mother Nature makes use of some insxturments upon Earth for this purpose--to carry out her designs."

This 

means; approve your paradigm, give the Caesar what belongs to him, place 

the key in the lock, adore the box you are in and give it its credit.

This is the method which I have found applies to all places on the tree, 

but there are variants. The box in the middle pillar is a golden cage, 

while the one to left can be such a nasty tincan.

Also; as i am a little aware of your level of interest and ambitions, I 

would like you to rethink the asap mode. It may be that you have a very 

good inclination and talent for this, but as general remark; opening the 

box may release a troll.

Because this implies raising lots of force, the breakthrough which is 

successfully done, will result in that you enter a new area with plenty of 

force, which may be very new to you.

The aim for peace is what I think suffers most from lack of argument today, 

the foundation for war is everywhere to see. The creation of nations were 

based upon the uniting of the feudal provinces and a little visit to France 

tells clearly of what fights every valley had to secure their castle. The 

official rule and domestic peace of today is based upon violence and the 

right of might. Nations today practice the monopoly of violence, meaning 

only officials can lisence it, and citizens are prohibited. The terror 

balance is so trivialized in our society that its hard to see. US is 

slightly different because of its constitution, but practically it comes to 

look like the rest.

But when going for peace, it is the vision of eternal war which can educate 

the peace keepers. Nietzsche was dwelling much with this vision.

Crowley wrote something like "warfare is the price of existence" (Book of 

Lies) meaning that being initself is a statement and something which raises 

will and interests. Interests clash and thats strife and war. Look at the 

smiling politician, he is a warrior because he has an agenda. He is a 

polished negotiator, who easily dismisses corpses in his footprints if he 

can. He fights for his case, and the labeling of him as peaceful is 

deceptive, because despite his actions in negotiation is likely to be 

formal and polite, the consequences of of his treaties may be a trail of 

corpses.

The politician of today is pretty close up to the machiavellian picture. 

All denied and condemned Machiavellis work, and then society used it for 

what its worth. (His work is about the use of treason and secret warfare) 

But its logical; one have to deny Machiavelli in order for using it. Thats 

why I am for reducing as much as possible the need for loyalty and treaties 

around me. And I see I am becoming dependent upon the ability to spot 

predictability.

So then; Now it seems that the event of Ra Hoor Khuit is the only one not 

infected by the Machiavellian ideal, as Ra Hoor Khuit openly proclaims war. 

And for this, RHK is made the bogusman.

You say you want to live by a "law" that needs no defending, no flag, no 

warriors.

I can understand the aim, but cannot understand how you see this is going 

to happen. But I know Peace keepers are just as important for Thelema as 

warriors. Society is a complex of seemingly contradictionary forces and 

dualities, but they have their function. Your vision seems to imply that we 

manage to create a respect for the word of a human which becomes unlikely 

to be unchallenged, and that is very far away.

What I see, is that if the development of Thelema is caused by warriors 

alone, it will all go wrong. This as the Romans learnt, when the war is 

won, because the army was huge enough, the warriors doesnt stop. They still 

want to be paid, and find new wars to engage in, and then society have got 

a military economy - its a military state, while ideally the will of 

society expresses itself in multiple ways.

The global union is anyway the most interesting question here, if its won 

by force, this force will be inverted against its own populace afterwards. 

It must happen by agreement.

There is lots more to say about strategies of peace.

You'll note I said "ascending" - I try to be specific when saying such things to avoid - misunderstanding. "Immediate" is probably wrong in retrospect - but "all aspiration" upwards does tend towards Binah. For this reason.
 

From Malkuth to Binah is the Formula of Union (SOLVE). When the magician reaches Binah the Formula is Reversed - the Downward Formula is Seperation/Combination (COAGULA). (Coagula also means to Bind - Cf. AL - "Bind nothing..." - Nothing = Nuit, and note he who achieves this is "the chief of all". So "binding" is a function of the Masters (Chiefs) who thereby "water the desert" - the Abyss which is between  Man and Godhead.)
 

"The Man delights in uniting with the Woman; the Woman in parting from the Child.
The Brothers of A.'. A.'. are Women; the Aspirants to A.'. A.'. are Men."
(Book of Lies, Chp 3: The Oyster.)
 

So all I really meant was the Formula doesn't ultimately change from Malkuth to Binah - even considering the "passing through" of Tiphareth. The magicians consciousness may do so - but the aspiration to Binah does not. Crowley equates the Minor Adept's experience of Tiphareth as the "lower" Beatific Vision (the Higher pertaining to Kether). He must "push on". Indeed Crowley admits privately in his diaries the magician is never "safe" until he reaches Kether - he can fall at any point up to this. A discouraging but sobering slice of information - but there it is.
 

Also: importantly (for me), somewhere in Crowley's writings (Vision & Voice?) he says - when the aspirant attains to the Knowlegde and Conversation of His Angel, one of the first things the Angel does is take him to the edge of the Abyss - to show him what awaits and what he must prepare for. Note Tiphareth is a Preparation for Binah. Well I've had some experience of matters pertaining to this (i.e higher Trances) so can attest to its reality for me. Suffice to say it does away with contemplations on Beatitude - at the time at least. As it does away with everything. I claim only aspiration to A.'. A.'. - there seem an awful lot of "Masters" knocking around these days...I don't think. My experience was what Crowley talked of when he said aspirants can experience the higher trances by "accident" as it were. (A similar thing happened to Allan Bennett incidentally.) All I will say further on it - for it's my business after all! - is it occurred (I realised afterwards) on a very specific date relating to an A.'. A.'. Oath I had taken. (Incase of accusations of "Mystery"! - it relates to XVI the Tower and seems to indicate a connection between the "Vision of the Machinery of the Universe" (Yesod) with the "Vision of Sorrow" (Binah). Note well 777 gives Malkuth as the place where the "Vision of the H.G.A." occurs. I don't think things are clear-cut at all re. the A.'. A.'. grades. Infact we know attainment can happen on one plane or many over different time-spans.) Which brings me nicely to:
 

Gwendolyn brought up the issue of the "Oath of the Abyss". I know people who have been foolish enough to take this when there was no justification - i.e. preparation for doing so. From the earliest I realised the folly of these people (some of them my "superiors" at that time). Some may say each to their own. Fair enough - but anyone who takes any A.'. A.'. Oath lightly may be in for a surprise. Simply they work. But - as you Will. (I talk generally here.) But I would say that the reason these people didn't "go mad" was they probably didn't have the capability to do so. The result seemed merely they wasted their time - what worse thing could there be?
 

As Gwendolyn also pointed out, Laughter is the Key to the Highest. (The trance I refer to above - for the last time! so there - was only brought on because I went through a particular gate by laughter - this cannot be faked at such times.) Crowley's abuse of Waite by imagining him as trying to "talk holy" and succeeding in sounding as if he had "hot potatoes in his mouth" is one of my favourites (I know people who have this same effect!). I also, with yourself, don't trust man or magician who doesn't appreciate the Universal Joke. And realise they're included in it! You hit one nail on the head, directly, where Gwendolyn seems to have had some practice at...there is humor in all of this.  From at least one vantage point, this is all one big cosmic joke.  But even this can be a dangerous vision.  Part of the philosophy behind the Aiwaz-Thelema people is that they are seduced by the joke.  For them, nothing is sacred and everything is ludicrous.  The net result is no spiritual advancement, a psyche rife with sarcasm and lurid behavior; all in the pretense of believing one is automatically the master of life, once one gets the joke...and to them, everything's a joke.
What this really is, is a nihilism coupled with disdain for themselves and the world around them.  They've lost touch with the formula of Agape and they are victimized by their lower ego and their purient interests.
In the Equinox of the Gods, where Crowley apologizes for his lie--about the reception of AL, he regrets that his pranks and jokes destroyed his credibility, so that then it became to difficult for him to be taken seriously when he felt the need.  Should we then take this for yet another prank?  This is the conundrum set in motion.
So yes, there's a big joke at play...the other side of the coin, on which is the big serious.  :-)

I have no experience here whatsoever.  But I can imagine the madness that might ensue from the egoity of it all, should one not be prepared.  Imagine: you stub your toe; you wake up, you're eating; open junk mail, et al--ad nauseum...each of these being direct dealings of God with your soul.  The ability to consider each moment and still participate in that moment would take a tremendous mindset.

And of course, if the Oath has attached itself to your Khu and you are not doing this...then there's a part of your psyche, if you've gained some Magickal power, that is doing this anyway.

This reminds me of Frater Achad, who as a Neophyte, took the Oath.  He was later, found to become a Roman Catholic Priest with some idea that he could rectify the church with Thelema.  This is kind of like thinking you'll die and go to Hell, thinking you can convert the Devil.  Achad had some profound insight and his work is well worth studying.  But he was bouncing in a morbid inconsistency that plagued him to the end of his days.

From the Thelemic perspective, his deriding of the Aeon of Horus, purporting it to be supplanted by the Aeon of Ma'at was truly egoic as he then tried to supercede Crowley.  Later of course, he tried to get back in Crowley's good graces.  Such behavior is not the mark of a Master of the Temple.

If you read Crowley's chapter on the Oaths in MITP, he gives stern warning about taking oaths.  You become stuck with them, even if such an Oath is not in accord with your Will.  The problems that we can deduce from that are easy to discover.

   Runar's statement is indeed true:  Any sephiroth can be made the aim.  Many people these days seem to attain K & C of their HGA only when they have reached Tiphereth (5=6), at least in contemporary GD practice.  However, in my experience, this was the culmination of the work in Malkuth (Zelator, 1=10).  And I believe that this was originally meant to be the case.

   My HGA first appeared to me in one of my "big dreams", the kind Jungians would die for.  Immediately, the assumption of His God-Form & contact with him became second-nature to me.  And it was He who guided me into scrying into a shewstone, during my first experience of which I had contact with Enochian Angels.
