They've aggrandized their lower petty egos and have a false god on the throne of their hearts. 

They've used the resulting egomania to ruthlessly attack those that would disagree with them in any way...a strange parallel to the Knights of the Inquisition...again the demiurge. 

The techniques of Chaos Magick are sound for the Adept...but getting to be an Adept is much, much harder than all the self-proclaimed Adepts would even suspect. Discordianism is simply pure obnoxion elevated to a point of virtue.
