It is interesting that we've had similar experiences here.  Crowley did something that very few people ever have an interest in doing; he served Dharma.  I see Dharma as a force of Truth and its manifested Destiny; both on an individual and collective basis.  It is the force of the Black Lodge that must rebuke Dharma as Dharma itself employs the law of change (Change=Stability).  Therefore, Crowley bucked the wind as so do we.  The wind?  Yes; that wind that seeks to maintain the status quo of spiritual ignorance that pervades the planet.

While in part, I share your indignance when it comes to the malignment of Crowley by those who profess to have knowledge, such a condescension would really put one in their camp.  The subtle ego game would be in my view, equivalent to making a pact with the spirit of the particular ego (and we have many disunited egos before Adepthood) involved in the discussion.  And as Crowley states in MITP, making such pacts enslaves one to that spirit.
This brings us back to an old discussion on the nature of dialogue and debate.  When one becomes egoically attached to ones ideas, one cannot communicate any longer and one cannot reach for 'correct opinion'.  But in a situation such as I have found at this Gnosis group, it is far more interesting to watch their egoic attachments and learn the nature of this sort of intellectual deviance.
And it harkens also to something that I've been talking about recently.  Look at the things that any particular spiritual group is admonishing (and even cherish) and you'll find the very things that that particular group is victimized by.  The Buddhists eschew the world and they are run over by it with their leaders striving for wealth and political power.  The Dalai Lama is a politician trying to reclaim his throne in Tibet.  Those of the desert religions have their 10 Commandments; breaking each one of them is a way on life in these religions.  etc. etc.
