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This issue has been a fascinating experience for me as I've been watching it develop.  In my espousal of Liber AL, I of course, honor the law of attraction that says that any two people who find such attraction have the natural right to consummate such.  I guess this puts me on the 'left' side of this social issue.  But I do understand the conundrum that this sets up for those on the 'right.'

Let me share a little bit of personal history.  My first exposure to so-called Thelemic society was in 1986ev, in New York City's, Tahuti Lodge.  I would meet someone, say a woman, and she would introduce me to her husband...well enough and very polite.  Then a half hour later, I would see that woman inspecting some other man's (not her husband) tonsils...in a deep passionate kiss.  This incident happened repeatedly in what was a fairly large group of people.

I found myself confused by this.  Why introduce someone as your spouse?  When someone says this is my husband or this is my wife, to me, they are saying this is my mate, this is someone I have an exclusive and intimate bond with and who is very special in my life.  There seemed to me at this point, no boundaries for these people and there was no certain way for me to respond to this.  Was every relationship up for grabs?  What about the woman I was living with at the time?  Should we come to the lodge, each fuck someone else and then go home and try to plan the course of our life together?  It didn't make any sense.

In this light, I understand traditional society's fears.  We have or once had, clearly defined ideas about what husbandry was and what wifehood is or was.  How confusing might it be to figure out whether one woman was the husband or which man was the wife in a same sex union?  I most certainly can understand this in light of the magnetized nature of attraction.  One develops a positive or negative polarity and certainly functions that way in the intimate and private nature of the relationship.  But in the social arena this is not so obvious.

So on one hand, we have a problem of memes.  The very terms for the members of a marriage, husband and wife create the paradigmatic box that society is grappling with, though its not seeing.  This precedes the other issue of husbandry and wifehood.

For years now, we've allowed gay couples to adopt children.  And I believe that in these families, the child addresses both parents as 'mom' for Lesbians and 'dad' for Gays.  And I'm sure this really confuses those on the 'right' of this issue.  When a child yells out from the back yard:  Mommmmmy, which parent are they calling to?  And I understand this quandary.  Again, we have a problem of meme.

We live in an age since the sixties ev, where the very institution of the nuclear family has all but eroded away.  And we have no paradigm that replaces it.  Of course, the conservatives on the 'right' are especially horrified by this and have been leading a concerted effort since the eighties ev, to restore the old paradigm.  But with the prevalence of divorce, this will prove in the long run to be a futile effort.

The dessert religions are certainly threatened by this.  They are ages old institutions that naturally are going to prove very slow to change.  And society with its hyper-paced scientific developments are racing ahead of it like a rabbit in a race with a turtle.  And no matter how much we as a society say that we cherish the separation of church and state, we've consistently striven to legislate morality.  And in the dead nature of these archaic religions, morality is about all that they are about...an archaic morality that is incapable of considering the realities of the modern world.

Same sex marriages and sodomy laws (even no-fault divorce), like abortion, like drug use and stem-cell research are all tearing at the fabric of the old world.  And while it often-enough seems that the 'left' moves so effortlessly into the new world to come, it also seems to move blindly into it.  The erosion of the old paradigm is not being replaced by a new paradigm, which it seems would be incumbent on the left to produce and this is equating to a social anarchy, not unlike that which I experienced at Tahuti Lodge.  So there is some virtue in the 'right' calling out these issues as they are serving a function.

But rather than hearing the call, those on the 'left' are finding indignation and supplanting their constituents with fear as they are labelling those on the 'right' as boogeymen.  And those on the 'right' are also playing the fear game, resulting in both sides failing to produce any viable dialogue on these issues.

Thelema of course, has a ready-made paradigm, though it has not given any specific address to these issues as a community.  Indeed, as a community, it is way too busy with its own petty power drives to even come together as a united voice.  Last night, I looked at the guest book of a Thelemic website that claims to be a lineage of the A.'.A.'.  And in reading it, several messages were placed there that attacked its legitimacy and veracity...obviously by some people of some other lineage.  The pubescent in-fighting holds itself to a consistent peak and like non-Thelemic society, everyone's making everyone else out to be boogeymen, rather than committing to any dialogue on the issues facing the Thelemic community.

If our small band of people could pull together and stop our in-fighting and persecution of each other, we have in our hands, the means to forge a new paradigm, a new myth that speaks to the needs of the modern world.  But the Black Lodge is upon us and the force of Choronzon has infected us.  Though Liber AL has told us to love each other with burning hearts, we do not strive to honor each other.  Rather, we mock and humiliate each other.  We create petty wars of defamation and censure and lay out our dirty linen on the internet and before the world.

In the Gnostic Mass, we have a religious institution that could easily be adapted for those that practice the polarity of same sex engenderment.  But even here, we have our 'purists' that find such an affront to Crowley or to the nature of Thelemic Magick.  And we have a cloud over our heads that is obvious when we attract so many vulgar people, purse-proud and penniless; or in the colloquial, 'white trash.'  Uneducated pseudo-scholars have arisen to positions of prominence in our institutions and our standards for assessing credibility have consistently devolved since the death of Crowley.

We are passing up an opportunity to rule the many and the known because we cannot forge an example by living out a viable paradigm.  We won't build churches, but rather convert living rooms into temples and garbage cans into altars.  We threaten each other with lawsuits and physical violence.  We slander each other in false accusations of immorality; spy on each other in the hopes of digging up more dirt and we play tricks on each other in the hopes of snagging one another into doing something that would embarrass or undermine one's credulity.

Our idea of fighting as brothers has not meant fighting the good fight together, but fighting amongst ourselves.

Worse, we don't honor each other's privacy and dignity; even now, there's probably a few on this list that forward messages to those outside this list as they persist at being wise in their conceit.  They play a hand in the depletion of the spiritual essence of Thelema by contributing to the gossip-mongering and general shallowness that plagues the Thelemic community.  This is a perfect reflection of the mundane world outside our community.

If we can't honor the differences we find in each other, and we won't allow our own rites to reflect the differing natures of those amongst us, we disempower ourselves, just as the mundane world is doing.  It is interesting that the antediluvian world (with its remnants in aboriginal cultures) had no problem with homosexuality.  In fact, they revered it and drew their Shamans from it.  Is there something that we can learn from this?

The gossip amongst those of the Caliphate has it that Runar is some kind of social deviant because he wanted to produce a gay Gnostic Mass.  Runar's gay, as are other Thelemites. What could possibly be the problem with this?  Personally, I'd have no interest in attending such as I'm not gay.  Further, I wouldn't want to force Runar or any other gay Thelemites to attend a heterosexual mass.  But I'd be quite proud if both types of masses were performed in a church built by a community that I was a part of.  We'd have diversity and a lamp to hold up to the darkness.

And we'd have a start at building a new paradigm that transcends the social issues that loom over the society at-large.
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I have problems with seeing the anarchy, what I hear from antropologists tells me that there are so many ways to organize community, family and human life, which works. What stands out as problems is peoples own disability to find out how they want to live, and then be somewhat clear about it. And of course the new names to use for the new incidents and roles.

Today the christians stand guards about the socalled pillar of the Nation, the family, meaning mom, dad and their two kids. But I know to well that just a couple of generations ago, the family was organized differently, here we just call it the great family, as the family which lived together comprised 3-4 generations.

I think modern economy will be the eventually killer of the 4unit family, as per neoliberalism; the nations to lesser degrees will care to maintain common wealth and other programs as education. The creations of extra communities with own taxes will become the solution that provides wealth again. As the planned community is able to find all kind of economic solutions on housing, living etc. The power of the community lies clear to all in the amount of people and the money they can provide. All companies will charge less to get 1000 people as regular customers, and the community gets clear from many external profiteers.  In US the military now serves as a unvoluntary test module on this, and the military communities is known to be attractive with its cheap and good schools also. The experience which comes out of this I bet will be used.
