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Perhaps the AstroQab is starting a series on the Zohar and the Shekinah.  At least this post seems interesting enough.  Patrick's usual mangling of attributions on the Tree is accompanied here as often enough, with his monotheistic and exoteric Jewish superstition; the whole Christist component in his work.  So I've again, made edits.
 

The Shekinah and the Twelve Tribes

===================================

AND IT CAME TO PASS, WHEN RACHEL HAD BORNE JOSEPH. ETC. R. Judah said: 'Jacob, as a straightforward man, did not wish to leave save by the permission of Laban. In the end, it is true, he did depart without asking Laban's permission, but this was because he feared that Laban would not let him go, and in consequence the last of the twelve tribes would be born in an alien land. 

Hence, when he saw that the time had come for Benjamin to be born, he fled, as it is written: SO HE FLED WITH ALL THAT HE HAD! . For as soon as Benjamin was born, the Shekinah attached herself to the company of the tribes and made her home with them. And Jacob, through his knowledge of the mystic symbolism, was aware that as soon as the twelve tribes should be complete the Shekinah would make them her adornment and attach herself to them, and that Rachel would die and the Shekinah would take possession of the House.  
The Shekinah then, is BABALON, the sacred whore, the virgin unto whose womb all men are born and all men return. This is as complex as Thelemic doctrine can get at times.  It seems that Rachel then, would be the Moon.

Our tradition tells us that the lower world was assigned to Jacob in the same way as it was later to Moses, but this could not he accomplished until there were the full twelve tribes in the House to whom the Shekinah could attach herself. It was then that Rachel was removed, and the Shekinah took up her abode in the House with all the tribes, and became the foundation of the House. Assuredly, "He sets in her place the foundation of the House" (Ps. CXIII, 9). 
The Foundation is of course, the Astral world, Yesod/Moon; that births the house.  The alleghory seems clear.  Even more interesting, the 12-tribes are obviously representing the Starry Gnosis on the Earth (BABALON).  This is parallel with the Egyptian formula; building the pyramids at Giza to reflect Osiris as shown in the sky.  

Jacob thus said: "The time has now arrived for the number of the twelve tribes to be completed, so that the upper world will be due to descend into the House to become attached to them, and this poor woman (Rachel) will be thrust out to make room for it. Should she die here, I shall never be able to get away. Moreover, this is not the land where it is fitting that the House should be made complete." Hence AND IT CAME TO PASS, ETC. 
In this way, Israel or Egypt completes one large Magickal Link; the sky being the Starry Abode that specifically in the Egyptian setup, makes the pyramids direct gateways to the heavens.  The complex embalming ritual is designed to bring greater power to the Magick.  But remember, it is all about life and not death.  The mechanics involved in both the Hebrew and Egyptian formulae have everything to do with the marriage of Earth and Heaven; hence the Shekinah as the Bride.

 [Patrick's]  comments...
Thi s Zohar extract gives me the opportunity to explain the nature and role of the Shekinah principle (as I understand it).  

The Shekinah represents the 'Great Mother' principle of the universe and has two basic expressions... 
Note BABALON corresponding with the N.O.X. Sign-Mulier; and as per above, she births all men and women. 

1) Binah (first Heh of YHVH) represents the 'invisible' cosmic ocean of undifferentiated substance that is the source of all matter and form in the universe. This ethereal substance is infused with (and controlled by) a divine  [set of] Intelligence [s]  (called Elohim)  . . . .  
Rather, as Blavatsky teaches, the Elohim are gods descended themselves of this invisible cosmic oceans; and in two forms that have everything to do with the 'war in heaven' that casts out the disobeying angels (the basis of the Qabalah and Enochian lore).  Blavatsky explains this quite well:
16. HOW ARE THE (real) MANUSHYAS BORN? THE MANUS WITH MINDS, HOW ARE THEY MADE? (a) THE FATHERS (Barhishad (?)) CALL TO THEIR HELP THEIR OWN FIRE (the Kavyavahana, electric fire), WHICH IS THE FIRE WHICH BURNS IN EARTH. THE SPIRIT OF THE EARTH CALLED TO HIS HELP THE SOLAR FIRE (Suchi, the spirit in the Sun). THESE THREE (the Pitris and the two fires) PRODUCED IN THEIR JOINT EFFORTS A GOOD RUPA. IT (the form) COULD STAND, WALK, RUN, RECLINE AND FLY. YET IT WAS STILL BUT A CHHAYA, A SHADOW WITH NO SENSE (b) . . . . . . 
(a) Here an explanation again becomes necessary in the light, and with the help of the exoteric added to the esoteric scriptures. The "Manushyas" (men) and the Manus are here equivalent to the Chaldean "Adam" -- this term not meaning at all the first man, as with the Jews, or one solitary individual, but mankind collectively, as with the Chaldeans and Assyrians. It is the four orders or classes of Dhyan Chohans out of the seven, says the Commentary, "who were the progenitors of the concealed man," i.e., the subtle inner man. The "Lha" of the Moon, the lunar spirits, were, as already stated, only the ancestors of his form, i.e., of the model according to which Nature began her external work upon him. Thus primitive man was, when he appeared, only a senseless Bhuta or a "Phantom." This "creation" was a failure, the reason of which will be explained in the Commentary on Sloka 20. 
The Dhyan Chohans are of the Elohim.  
(b) This attempt was again a failure. It allegorizes the vanity of physical nature's unaided attempts to construct even a perfect animal -- let alone man. For the "Fathers," the lower Angels, are all Nature-Spirits and the higher Elementals also possess an intelligence of their own; but this is not enough to construct a THINKING man. "Living Fire" was needed, that fire which gives the human mind its self-perception and self-consciousness, or Manas; and the progeny of Parvaka and Suchi are the animal electric and solar fires, which create animals, and could thus furnish but a physical living constitution to that first astral model of man. The first creators, then, were the Pygmalions of primeval man: they failed to animate the statue -- intellectually. 
In the Starry Gnosis, the Planet Venus (called Lucifer-The Light-Bearer in Hebrew scriptures) is Prometheus, who steals the fire from the Gods to give to humanity.  Lucifer was the leader of the legion of Angels (and the most beautiful amongst them) that disobeyed God in order to serve humanity; as Prometheus, who was also punished for his deed.
This Stanza we shall see is very suggestive. It explains the mystery of, and fills the gap between, the informing principle in man -- the HIGHER SELF or human Monad -- and the animal Monad, both one and the same, although the former is endowed with divine intelligence, the latter with instinctual faculty alone. How is the difference to be explained, and the presence of that HIGHER SELF in man accounted for? 
"The Sons of MAHAT are the quickeners of the human Plant. They are the Waters falling upon the arid soil of latent life, and the Spark that vivifies the human animal. They are the Lords of Spiritual Life eternal." . . . . "In the beginning (in the Second Race) some (of the Lords) only breathed of their essence into Manushya (men); and some took in man their abode." 
This shows that not all men became incarnations of the "divine Rebels," but only a few among them. The remainder had their fifth principle simply quickened by the spark thrown into it, which accounts for the great difference between the intellectual capacities of men and races. Had not the "sons of Mahat," speaking allegorically, skipped the intermediate worlds, in their impulse toward intellectual freedom, the animal man would never have been able to reach upward from this earth, and attain through self-exertion his ultimate goal. The cyclic pilgrimage would have to be performed through all the planes of existence half unconsciously, if not entirely so, as in the case of the animals. It is owing to this rebellion of intellectual life against the morbid inactivity of pure spirit, that we are what we are -- self-conscious, thinking men, with the capabilities and attributes of Gods in us, for good as much as for evil. Hence the REBELS are our saviours. Let the philosopher ponder well over this, and more than one mystery will become clear to him. It is only by the attractive force of the contrasts that the two opposites -- Spirit and Matter -- can be cemented on Earth, and, smelted in the fire of self-conscious experience and suffering, find themselves wedded in Eternity. This will reveal the meaning of many hitherto incomprehensible allegories, foolishly called "fables." (Vide infra, "The Secret of Satan.") 
It explains, to begin with, the statement made in Pymander: that the "heavenly MAN," the "Son of the Father," who partook of the nature and essence of the Seven Governors, or creators and Rulers of the material world, "peeped through the Harmony and, breaking through the Seven Circles of Fire, made manifest the downward-born nature." It explains every verse in that Hermetic narrative, as also the Greek allegory of Prometheus. Most important of all, it explains the many allegorical accounts about the "Wars in Heaven," including that of Revelation with respect to the Christian dogma of the fallen angels. It explains the "rebellion" of the oldest and highest Angels, and the meaning of their being cast down from Heaven into the depths of Hell, i.e., MATTER. It even solves the recent perplexity of the Assyriologists, who express their wonder through the late George Smith. 
"My first idea of this part" (of the rebellion), he says, "was that the wars with the powers of Evil preceded the Creation; I now think it followed the account of the fall" (Chaldean Account of Genesis, p. 92). In this work Mr. George Smith gives an engraving, from an early Babylonian cylinder, of the Sacred Tree, the Serpent, man and woman. The tree has seven branches: three on the man's side, four on that of the female. These branches are typical of the seven Root-Races, in the third of which, at its very close, occurred the separation of the sexes and the so-called FALL into generation. The three earliest Races were sexless, then hermaphrodite; the other four, male and female, as distinct from each other. 
This is a good introduction to HPB's teaching on the Root Races.  More important though, this war and the 'evil' force that was generated in 'heaven' has everything to do with endowing humanity with its immortality.
"The Dragon," says Mr. G. Smith, "which in the Chaldean account of the creation leads man to sin, is the creation of Tiamat, the living principle of the Sea, or Chaos . . . which was opposed to the deities at the creation of the world." This is an error. The Dragon is the male principle, or Phallus, personified, or rather animalized; and Tiamat, "the embodiment of the Spirit of Chaos," of the deep, or Abyss, is the female principle, the Womb. The "Spirit of Chaos and Disorder" refers to the mental perturbation which it led to. It is the sensual, attractive, magnetic principle which fascinates and seduces, the ever living active element which throws the whole world into disorder, chaos, and sin. 
This is as loaded a statement as HPB could write.  The Dragon of course, is the serpent of Eden.  The Phallus and the Womb are the two potent symbols of electro-magnetic polarity and their sexual energy is the source of life and the creation of life.  Chaos in the ancient literature is equivalent to the Aethyr; the sub-atomic, creative elements that solidify and make the known Universe.
The Serpent seduces the woman, but it is the latter who seduces man, and both are included in the Karmic curse, though only as a natural result of a cause produced. Says George Smith: "It is clear that the Dragon is included in the curse for the Fall, and that the Gods" (the Elohim, jealous at seeing the man of clay becoming a Creator in his turn, like all the animals,) "invoke on the head of the human Race all the evils which afflict humanity. Wisdom and knowledge shall injure him, he shall have family quarrels, he will anger the gods, he shall submit to tyranny. . . . he shall be disappointed in his desires, he shall pour out useless prayers, he shall commit future sin. . No doubt subsequent lines continue this topic, but again our narrative is broken, and it re-opens only where the gods are preparing for war with the powers of evil, which are led by Tiamat (the woman). . . . " (Babylonian Legend of Creation, p. 92.) 
This account is omitted in Genesis, for monotheistic purposes. But it is a mistaken policy -- born no doubt of fear, and regard for dogmatic religion and its superstitions -- to have sought to restore the Chaldean fragments by Genesis, whereas it is the latter, far younger than any of the fragments, which ought to be explained by the former. 
This also shows you why I've been editing some of Patrick's comments.  In a prior HPB passage from the one quoted above, Blavatsky notes the following:
 

 

The supposed "rebels," then, were simply those who, compelled by Karmic law to drink the cup of gall to its last bitter drop, had to incarnate anew, and thus make responsible thinking entities of the astral statues projected by their inferior brethren. [Its esoteric, true interpretation is a veritable Theodice of the "Fallen Angels," so called; the willing and the unwilling, the creators and those who refused to create, being now mixed up most perplexingly by Christian Catholics, who forget that their highest Archangel, St. Michael, who is shown to conquer (to master and to assimilate) the DRAGON OF WISDOM and of divine Self-sacrifice (now miscalled and calumniated as Satan), WAS THE FIRST TO REFUSE TO CREATE! This led to endless confusion. So little does Christian theology understand the paradoxical language of the East and its symbolism, that it even explains, in its dead letter sense, the Chinese Buddhist and Hindu exoteric rite of raising a noise during certain eclipses to scare away the "great red Dragon," which ] Some are said to have refused, because they had not in them the requisite materials -- i.e., an astral body -- since they were arupa. The refusal of others had reference to their having been Adepts and Yogis of long past preceding Manvantaras; another mystery. But, later on, as Nirmanakayas, they sacrificed themselves for the good and salvation of the Monads which were waiting for their turn, and which otherwise would have had to linger for countless ages in irresponsible, animal-like, though in appearance human, forms. It may be a parable and an allegory within an allegory. Its solution is left to the intuition of the student, if he only reads that which follows with his spiritual eye. 
As to their fashioners or "Ancestors" -- those Angels who, in the exoteric legends, obeyed the law -- they must be identical with the Barhishad Pitris, or the Pitar-Devata, i.e., those possessed of the physical creative fire. They could only create, or rather clothe, the human Monads with their own astral Selves, but they could not make man in their image and likeness. "Man must not be like one of us," say the creative gods, entrusted with the fabrication of the lower animal but higher; (see Gen. and Plato's Timaeus). Their creating the semblance of men out of their own divine Essence means, esoterically, that it is they who became the first Race, and thus shared its destiny and further evolution. They would not, simply because they could not, give to man that sacred spark which burns and expands into the flower of human reason and self-consciousness, for they had it not to give. This was left to that class of Devas who became symbolised in Greece under the name of Prometheus, to those who had nought to do with the physical body, yet everything with the purely spiritual man. (See Part II of this volume, "The Fallen Angels"; also "The Gods of Light proceed from the Gods of Darkness.") 
 

The Fallen Angels, as much those legions belonging to the Enochian empire, have been the true benefactors of the human race.  That as mentioned above, the 'war in heaven' occurred even before the creation of humanity, we have something clearly alluded to in certain verses of Liber Trigrammaton, which we can also connect with the Roman church fathers (and the Rabbis before them) that demonized these beings:
 

Against him the Brothers of the Left-hand Path, confusing the symbols.
Also certain secret ones concealed the Light of Purity in themselves, protecting it from the Persecutions.
Likewise also did certain sons and daughters of Hermes and of Aphrodite, more openly
But the Enemy confused them. They pretended to conceal that Light that they might betray it, and profane it.
And the Black Brothers raised their heads; yea, they unveiled themselves without shame or fear.
Then were the waters gathered together from the heaven,

And a crust of earth concealed the core of flame.
Around the globe gathered the wide air,
And men began to light fires upon the earth.
 

Each class of Creators endows man with what it has to give: the one builds his external form; the other gives him its essence, which later on becomes the Human Higher Self owing to the personal exertion of the individual; but they could not make men as they were themselves -- perfect, because sinless; sinless, because having only the first, pale shadowy outlines of attributes, and these all perfect -- from the human standpoint -- white, pure and cold as the virgin snow. Where there is no struggle, there is no merit. Humanity, "of the Earth earthy," was not destined to be created by the angels of the first divine Breath: therefore they are said to have refused to do so, and man had to be formed by more material creators, [In spite of all efforts to the contrary, Christian theology -- having burdened itself with the Hebrew esoteric account of the creation of man, which is understood literally -- cannot find any reasonable excuse for its "God, the Creator," who produces a man devoid of mind and sense; nor can it justify the punishment following an act, for which Adam and Eve might plead non compos. For if the couple is admitted to be ignorant of good and evil before the eating of the forbidden fruit, how could it be expected to know that disobedience was evil? If primeval man was meant to remain a half-witted, or rather witless, being, then his creation was aimless and even cruel, if produced by an omnipotent and perfect God. But Adam and Eve are shown, even in Genesis, to be created by a class of lower divine Beings, the Elohim, who are so jealous of their personal prerogatives as reasonable and intelligent creatures, that they will not allow man to become "as one of us." This is plain, even from the dead-letter meaning of the Bible.] who, in their turn, could give only what they had in their own natures, and no more. Subservient to eternal law, the pure gods could only project out of themselves shadowy men, a little less ethereal and spiritual, less divine and perfect than themselves -- shadows still. The first humanity, therefore, was a pale copy of its progenitors; too material, even in its ethereality, to be a hierarchy of gods; too spiritual and pure to be MEN, endowed as it is with every negative (Nirguna) perfection. Perfection, to be fully such, must be born out of imperfection, the incorruptible must grow out of the corruptible, having the latter as its vehicle and basis and contrast. Absolute light is absolute darkness, and vice versa. In fact, there is neither light nor  darkness in the realms of truth. Good and Evil are twins, the progeny of Space and Time, under the sway of Maya. Separate them, by cutting off one from the other, and they will both die. Neither exists per se, since each has to be generated and created out of the other, in order to come into being; both must be known and appreciated before becoming objects of perception, hence, in mortal mind, they must be divided. 
 
 

In the Zohar it is sometimes called "The World to Come" because it represents the ultimate blueprint of the universe  . . . . It is like an architects blueprints of a house, but the house is still in process of being built. It is slowly being constructed within the domain of the sefirah Malkut.
This is essentially political propaganda as well; religion being the source of power for the ancient state.  With Israel herself being the Shekinah the government has the validation it needs for its existence.  But the essential formula is not that different from the Egyptian formula as I stated above.

2) Malkut (second Heh of YHVH) represents the 'visible' manifestation of the 'Great Mother' principle. It is like the 'body' of the Mother principle whereas Binah is like the 'soul' that inhabits and permeates the body. Malkut represents all perceptible energy, matter, and form within the universe. Forms appear separated and disparate in Malkut, but they all are unified into a perfect synthesis at the level of Binah.

It is my understanding that the Shekinah principle is represented by the Twelve Tribes of Israel, or in other words, the twelve signs of the zodiac. The twelve-fold circle of the zodiac symbolises the embrace of the Mother as she encloses Herself around the creative impulse of the Father principle (as represented by the Sun at the centre of the zodiacal circle).
No.  The state of Israel is but the reflection of the sky; again, BABALON is the Shekinah (principle).  The sky, of which she is a reflection, sotospeak; but really an equivalent creator, is NUIT.  Occult science admits to generating processes; one of evolution and one of involution.
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AstroQab continues with its Shekinah series.  Again, I've had to cut out a bit of Patrick's commentaries.  And the one I left shows the typical nature of Patrick's misunderstanding of the mystic principles of the Qabalah.  But also gives me the chance to comment on the Qabalah itself.
 


This Zoharic commentary shows a very typical error made by the Christists and is a part of the superstitious paradigm.  That the Shekinah is some sort of conscious force that actively protects a people or a place is patently ubsurd.  I've been to Hare Krishna lectures where they've taken a similar stance; stating that by chanting the name of the Lord, you will be protected in New York's subway system.
Note also in the above paragraph, as the Christians later inherited, Judaism was at one point, a solar-phallic religion.  The Sun is still at the center; though it seems they've turned it into this higher Shekinah.  Occult Science teaches that there is a spirit behind the physical Sun, so that if the Sun itself is God; bestowing life on all the Earth, then the spiritual Sun is yet a higher being.  And we can of course, deduce from this that the Sun can't possibly be the highest god; simply the most obvious...that creative force called the Demiurge.
That this Demiurge was once also attributed to the North Star is not confusing.  Remember, the North Star, like the Earth, was once seen as fixed in its place.  This sets up the idea of a Magick relating that which is above to that which is below; such as Giza and Israel, per my last post in this thread. 

The Shekinah on high abides in the chariots and the twelve supernal Hayyoth; the lower Shekinah is among the twelve holy tribes, and thus the upper Shekinah and the lower Shekinah are intertwined, and both operate together and simultaneously. Now, when Israel is in exile, the upper Shekinah is not complete because the lower Shekinah is not complete, and that is what is meant by the Shekinah being in exile when Israel is in exile. 
This higher and lower Shekinah is equivocated in Thelemic doctrine by NUIT and BABALON.  I'm not sure of the Hebrew language, per the difference (if any) of Hayyoth and Hekaloth; the latter meaning heaven.  The Hayyoth may be the zodiace itself, or at least, the set of starry constellations in the sky.  But again we have this ancient Magickal paradigm that is in the ancient world, fully developed in all the great civilizations.
The ego-centric nature of the Jews has been both their bane and their strength.  Setting up the Shekinah as being completely integral with the 12 Tribes of Israel is as bombastic an example of this as one could derive.  Besides mystical insight, we're seeing the political propaganda of a priestly class of Rabbis that has as much the intent of congealing a population as it does in teaching metaphysics.

Patrick's comments: 
In the Zohar, the divine creative process is described in terms of a relationship that exists between four main protagonists...

1. The "God of Israel" (YHVH) = Yud = Hockmah
2. The "Upper Shekinah" (ALHYM) = Heh = Binah
3. "Israel" = Vav = Six sefirot, Hesed to Yesod
4. The "Lower Shekinah" ("Holy Land") = Heh = Malkut 

The universal Father principle is represented by Hockmah (i.e. the "God of Israel"), and He seeks to form a creative union with Binah (i.e. the "Shekinah"). The creative union is effected on Earth through the agency of Israel (i.e. the six sefirot of the Son) as he interacts with the Shekinah principle (both 'above' and 'below'). 
The kind of mistake being made here is a very common one when you begin to anthrpomorphosize those forces that we call gods.  The Sefirot are emanations from the One, each subsequent to the other.  For the mystic, they represent stages in an evolving consciousness.  And they themselves are intelligences.  However, they are not trying to mate with each other nor are they trying to have any dynamic interplay.
Binah is descended of both Chokmah and Malkuth to complete the formation of the Supernal Triad. While we ascribe a femine energy to this Sefira, that should not be anthropomorphosized; but clearly, we are talking about a receptive or passive nature.  Examining Chokmah in this light: while it is masculine, proactive or possitive in relation to Binah, it is also feminine and receptive in relation to Kether.
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Patrick continues his series on Da'ath; connecting it with his ideas on the Shekinah.  Again, there is need to edit his comments in that he constantly insists on Da'ath being counted as one of the Sefirot when it is NOT placed on the Tree directly.  Da'ath, being 'Knowledge' is of the Tree-of-Knowledge from which Adam and Eve ate, is as the branches of that other tree mingling with this one; standing right next to each other in the Garden.
 

 
The Eight Firmaments

==============================

Now the Righteous One holds fast to the upper world and also to the lower world. As for the words "nor his seed begging bread", the meaning is that when the seed flows forward, he does not court the Female, since she abides with him and never parts from him, and hence is ever in a state of readiness for him. For the seed does not flow save when the Female is present, and their mutual desires are blended into one indissoluble ecstasy. Hence he has no need to ask for consent.'  
This passage from the Zohar is packed with meaning for the Thelemite.  We are told in our holy books to keep our heads above the heavens and our feet below the hells.  In other words, we should as the Zohar says, hold fast to the upper and lower worlds.  This is easy to see in our integral age and not so easy to see in either of the other two ages; material and spiritual.  Liber AL also has something to say about this (Crowley's comments in plain text and Motta's in italics):
 

AL I.45:  "The Perfect and the Perfect are one Perfect and not two; nay, are none!"
 

45-8. A Riddle concerning “The Perfect.”

Nuit is moved by the word “perfect” to announce a Riddle wherein the Mystery “Nothing is Perfect” is proved by means of the Secret Wisdom of Letters and Numbers: which Riddle I will expound in other writings.
 

THE OLD COMMENT
 

Perhaps means that adding perfection to perfection results in unity and ultimately the Negativity.  But I think there is much more than this.
 

THE NEW COMMENT
 

   Here begins one of the characteristically difficult passages of this Book.  The author, Aiwaz, is careful to identify Himself at intervals by such Speech.  The interpretation, when thoroughly grasped, is invariably quite overwhelming by its simplicity.  It is for this reason that this Book should be studied with all assiduity; at any moment the answer to your own deepest problem may be signaled to you from the Stars.

Serious students are referred to our note to verse 11.  The Perfect is Zero, and no matter how many times you add Zero to Zero, you always get Zero.


There is a technical meaning to this verse which is of the utmost importance to Zelators.  The Grade of Zelator reflects that of Magister Templi in the Lower Triad—see Liber 418 on Jesod—and the Zelator becomes acquainted with that influence which we call Choronzon—333.


Without speculating on the nature of this “mighty Devil” which has power to persecute any member of the A.’.A.’. as long “as thou art thou”—see Liber 418, the Tenth Aethyr—we may say simply that the Aspirant will be approached by all kinds of people who will talk as if inspired, or talk as if they are Masters, and who will attempt to advise or to warn him, or just to make contact with hi and be acknowledged as Gods speaking.


Pay no attention to them.  They are simply Choronzon, one and all.


True “Gods are Perfect, and will not speak to you.  They and you have different True Wills.  They do not consider themselves competent to advise a fellow Star.  Only your Holy Guardian Angel can do it.  And the Angel speaks within you.  He is not you-and He never pretends to be!  But He speaks within you.


All “messages” from Choronzon have as their sole purpose to test your understanding of the Law of Thelema, and fidelity thereunto.


This is a very difficult note to understand, unless you have some Initiatic Experience.  You must be at least a Neophyte to get something from it.  For the Central Experience of the Grade is the Vision of the Holy Guardian Angel, and the Vision, although it is not to be confused with the Knowledge and Conversation obtaining in Tiphereth of Tiphereth, imparts your first inkling of Spiritual Perspective.


Although this to not to the point, we might as well add a further warning:  Neophytes must guard themselves against the tendency to confuse the Vision with the Knowledge and Conversation, that is, to think themselves Adepts Within, and Zelators must keep in mind that they are not Masters of the Temple!


If they were Masters of the Temple, Choronzon would no longer speak to them.  For He who is a Magister Templi is no longer he.  See Liber Aleph, Chapters 164-165.


There is a Siddha’ in Yoga, described by Patanjali, which consists of the ability to penetrate another’s mind, “and assume control thereof’.  This ‘power’ is often employed by ‘Black Brothers’, especially if the other mind belongs to one of the sick currents started by themselves.  In such a case, the cakkrams of the owner of the mind are attuned to the influence of the ‘Black Brother’, and his or her astral is ‘in sympathy’ with the ‘Black Brother’ influence.


This unworthy ‘power’ is never used by true Gods.  The Perfect crossed the Abyss:  He is defined as being at least a Master of the temple.  True Initiates NEVER interfere with another human’s will.  However, they are in communion with ALL human wills in a manner incomprehensible by, and inexplicable to, the profane.  Even the highest types of Samadhi give only a pale idea of this communion.  It is the true and genuine Communion of the Saints, and the Grail, the Cup in the hand of  our Lady BABALON, is its symbol.  Readers are referred to Liber LXV, Chapter I, vv. 3, 18, 63; Chapter ii vv. 4-6, 26, 28-29, 43; Chapter iii, v. 17-20, 47-48, 61, 65; Chapter iv, vv. 47, 51, 60; chapter v, vv. 1, 15-18, 22-24, 59-64, See also Liber VII, Chapter vii, vv. 41-52; Liber I, and Liber 156.

The Jews call it AIN, 61, Not.   They are aware of the Key, but their awareness is unbalanced. They have half of the key.  HALF = 5+1+30+6=42.  4+2=6, the Sun, The Jews have, in common with Thelemites, awareness of the Sun Current.  This they acquired through the Eqyptian Initiate they called Moses and “adopted” as a Jew.  It is with motive that they have been called “Children of Satan”.  Truly, the “Eye that watches over Israel never sleeps”.  But that Eye watches over everybody!


“unite by thine art sot hat all disappear”.  This phrase sent certain debased elements within Jewish Occultism hunting for Aleister Crowley as long as he lived.  Thelemites have been pointed (by these same so-called occultists) as the originators of the Nazi party.  The fact that the Nazis destroyed all copies of the Book of the Law in Germany, and seized all translations of A.C.’s works, and put the Outer Head of the O.T.O. (who, incidentally, was married to a Jewess) in a concentration camp is not mentioned.  Equally, these people seem not to realize that the Nazis treated them exactly as the Jews treated the “heathen” in the Old Testament.  Hitler was a personification of all of Jehovah’s attributes—only, this time, turned against “His People”…Even the concept of the superiority of the ‘Aryan race’ and the inferiority of the ‘Semites’ mirrors the ineffable presumption of the People Elect and its attitude towards its fellowmen.


All Karma has to be paid, and the Jews paid theirs.  As compensation, through two thousand years of persecution they ad to sharpen their wits until today they compose one of the most intelligent and efficient cultural groups on the surface of the planet.  If the Nazis had been half as intelligent, they would have married Jewish women and sterilized only the men.  Germany might have won the war, then.  But the Nazis were stupid.  They were as stupid as Old testament Jews.


When a book is the only book that by chance is preserved and by design transmitted throughout fifteen centuries, it may well become The Book.  The Bible is one of the most brutish, most cruel, most fanatic cultural records extant.  Its religious fables are either naïve or fatuous.  It has neither the loftiness of the Pyramid texts nor the human compassion fo the Sumerian.  It has neither the subtlety of the Chinese classics nor the psychological depth of the Hindu.  But it was the only book the West knew for centuries—and look at the record of the West during those centuries!


Indeed, “unite the thine art so that all disappear”.  Unite—not destroy.  Unite togther under the banner of an enlightened humanity, free of all the ignorant idiocy of national, cultural or religious prejudice; free to experience the grandeur of our true identity as radiant Stars within the Body of Our Lady Nuit.  Any self-concept that falls short of this is utterly fallacious.
 

R. Jesse remarked: 'This surely is not the case during t exile.' R. Simeon rejoined: 'As regards the seed it is, since it is written "his seed" but not he himself; that is, the outpouring of the blessings only occurs when there is close union of the female with the male. 

It may be asked then, does the assertion, "and I have not seen a righteous forsaken" apply to the time of exile? The truth is that the Righteous One is always closely bound to the upper world and so far is never abandoned. Thus at one time, that is, at the time of exile, the Righteous One is not forsaken from the side of the upper world, to which he holds fast, whilst at another time he is not forsaken from the two sides, holding fast to both, the upper and the lower worlds, so that in fact he is never forsaken.' [1]

This Zaddik is also called "the firmament of the heaven" (Gen. I, 17). For there are two similar firmaments, one at the beginning and one at the end of the series of eight.
That this firmament of heaven, the starry sky is called Zaddik, we see an obvious phonetic relation to the word, zodiac. The beginning then is Chokmah and the one at the end of the series is Yesod.  Interestingly the two 'outside' Sefirot are Kether and Malkuth. (cf. my note below)

The top one is the eighth firmament, the one in which there are set all the lesser and the greater stars. It is the undisclosed upper firmament which upholds the totality of things and from which all existence flows. This is the eighth firmament counting from below, and is thus the top one and the starting-point from which all things receive their existence.
If we count up from the Foundation (Yesod), the Eighth firmament is (not including Da'ath--the non-Sefira) in actuality Chokmah, traditionally rendered as the Sphere of the Zodiac.  It is also the house of the consciousness of the Magus, the Righteous One who founds his own school of Magick. 

Correspondingly there is an eighth firmament counting from above, in which also are set all stars and lights and lamps. This firmament supports the whole and forms the end of the whole. Thus the top firmament and the end firmament are of the same pattern, forming together the river that flows on perennially so that the end is already enclosed in the beginning. Hence it says: "And God set them in the firmament of heaven." For what purpose? "To give light upon the earth."
God/Kether sets up the firmament of stars to give light upon the Earth/Malkuth (cf. my note above). 

There is, however, a difference between the two firmaments, for while the upper one sustains and nourishes the upper world in which it is set and all those upper sides, the lower firmament sustains and nurtures the lower world and all those lower sides. 

It may be asked, what is meant here by the "upper world", seeing that the upper eighth firmament, which is hidden and undiscoverable, is itself the upper world and is so called? But the truth is that while it itself forms the upper world proper, all those that emanate from it are also designated by that name.

It is the same with those that emanate from the lower world, they also being designated by its name. Yet all of them form one unity. Blessed be He for ever and ever!

"when the seed flows forward, he [i.e. the Zaddik] does not court the Female [i.e. the Shekinah], since she abides with him and never parts from him, and hence is ever in a state of readiness for him. For the seed does not flow save when the Female is present, and their mutual desires are blended into one indissoluble ecstasy. Hence he has no need to ask for consent." [See the Zohar extract above.] 
Liber AL has yet more to say about this:
 

AL I.61:  "But to love me is better than all things: if under the night-stars in the desert thou presently burnest mine incense before me, invoking me with a pure heart, and the Serpent flame therein, thou shalt come a little to lie in my bosom.  For one kiss wilt thou then be willing to give all; but whoso gives one particle of dust shall lose all in that hour.  Ye shall gather goods and store of women and spices; ye shall wear rich jewels; ye shall exceed the nations of the earth in splendour & pride; but always in the love of me, and so shall ye come to my joy.  I charge you earnestly to come before me in a single robe, and covered with a rich headdress.  I love you!  I yearn to you!  Pale or purple, veiled or voluptuous, I who am all pleasure and purple, and drunkenness of the innermost sense, desire you.  Put on the wings, and arouse the coiled splendour within you: come unto me!"
 

61. Nuit: to love Her the Supreme Wisdom.

Love being the law of all Life, to love Nuit is to love the Essence itself of the sum of all objects of Love in the figure of one single Image of Beauty: it thus the Drawing-to-a-Point of the Will, which might else seem diverse; thus it is “better than all things.”
Nuit: the Mode of Union with Her.

Follows a Method whereby to unite
[1] the Soul with Her; to me, Alastor the Spirit of Solitude, the command is plain; and to be taken at the letter, as I have done, and now am doing, even at this hour, as I write this “under the night-stars in the desert” in the Oasis of Nefta in Tunisia. Yet also there is a hidden meaning, so that the dwellers in cities may invoke Nuit: and this will I set forth, not only as in Liber XI
[2]  but in simple and easy words; in a fit time and place.
Nuit: ways of worship.

This verse contains very many marvels in other matters also: in concerns the Crossing of the Abyss, as I have described in The Vision and the Voice: also, such ways of worship are prescribed as define Her inmost Nature: this also I shall write elsewhere. Note most of all that She, the Sum and Essence of All Things that may be, fulfils
Herself as these are all fulfilled by each Star in any Event. Indeed, she is not whole while aught remain latent, a phantom of desire; thus doth each act of Love under Will not only perfect him that doeth it, but also Her of whom it is one jewel.

Practical and literal; yet it may be doubted whether "to lose all in that hour" may not refer to the supreme attainment, and that therefore to give one particle of dust (perhaps the Ego) or the central atom Hadit, her complement, is the act to achieve.  (For 'dust' see Liber 418.)

“Pure heart”—see Liber Aleph, Chapter 65; the Preliminary Invocation of Liber LXV; the Obverse of the Stele 666.  Also, the Book of the Dead.  (Which was never “for the Dead”.  It was the standard Manual of Astral Travel, which people were supposed to practice assiduously while they lived.  The mummification had as its purpose to delay the dissolution of the Astral Body of the deceased so that as much of it as possible went with him or her in the next incarnation, thus providing continuity of consciousness through the lives.  But this was a gross artifice, not to be compared with Our Way, for which see Liber Aleph, Chapters 192-193.  The Book was put in the tomb or sarcophagus because supposedly the owner had used it constantly, which provided a further link.  But in practice, just as few people studied it as study the Bible today, although you find the damn silly thing all over the place.)

“Single robe”:  an Aura clean and whole, without any leak of force anywhere.

“Rich headdress”:  the Sahashara activated.

“Put on the wings”:  awaken the Ajna, which when active has two petals, or wings.

“Coiled splendour”:  Kundalini, of course.

The above interpretations are on just one plane.  Several other details have better remain uncommented.

One further word is necessary as to the rich jewels, store of women and spices, etc.  All this must be gathered “in the love of me.”  This means that our wealth must be acquired, our love must be enjoyed, without the least harm to the will of any other human being or to mankind in general.  This, by the way, is the ideal of every man, as long as he is healthy in mind and spirit.  There is more on this in the Second and Third Chapters.
 

In other words, there is no need for a Zaddik to consciously evoke the presence of the Shekinah because She constantly embraces him (i.e. whether s/he is incarnate on the physical plane, or not).

The 'divine act of Creation' occurs due to the special relationship that has become established between the Zaddik and the Shekinah principle. 
This would be Binah (the higher Shekinah), which as the starting point, has some sort of intimate connection with Da'ath.  Thelemic doctrine teaches that NUIT is one of the Guardians of the Abyss.  In her aspect as PAN, the giver of forms (signs of N.O.X.) into manifestation, she is the voluptuous night sky.  Placing the Hexagram on the Tree-of-Life, the seventh heaven being of Saturn, sits right on Da'ath, making the eighth that which cannot be known.  So we must not equivocate the Sea of Binah with NUIT as NUIT shall be known, as per Liber AL
