You've brought up an interesting topic here.  We've discussed this only in passing about two years ago on this list.  At that time, we were talking about anger and we asked whether or not anger was a virtue (bold paraphrase).  Indeed, anger has its moments as there is no human emotion that doesn't serve us at one time or another.  Justified anger is a defense mechanism that can insure an individual's survival in a violent situation; as but one example.  So the key here is in letting our emotions serve us and not the other way around.
My study of the Physics of consciousness has taught me that the mind first develops emotional thinking, long before any intellectual development, which then is really a secondary process.  And it seems to me that in the modern world, we've lost much of our conscious connection with the emotional processes of mind and consciousness.  This is why we often fall victim to intellectualizing our emotions, instead of feeling them.  But that's really an aside.
Taking the idea that no emotion is inherent in human consciousness that doesn't perform some vital function, we should then ask:  What about violence, hatred and fear.  Well, first, violence is not an emotion, but an act.  Perhaps and most likely born out of anger.  And certainly, if someone punches me, I'm going to respond violently, necessarily to defend myself and preserve my health.  And so then, are there justified situations for hatred and fear.  I don't think that it would take too much effort to find such.  Hating 'evil' as in seeking to 'destroy the destroyers' (a very important Thelemic concept found in the Gnostic Mass) is certainly one venue.  And shouldn't we fear things, such as ozone depletion?
We can't categorically or absolutely abhor any emotion, but we must learn to again, use them correctly.  And we have spoken on this list several times, about the error of absolutist thinking.  There are no good and no bad emotions; they just 'are.'  And so again, it's how we use them and that we learn to use them.  So often, we let our emotions be the task master and we become the slaves to them.  This is the unconsciousness of birth that most never really overcome.  The Adept is said to be one who is fully conscious.  That means the Adept has all the range of emotions, but uses them skillfully and with full conscious awareness.  This is a penultimate maturity.
