Music history certainly speaks to a part of our evolutionary development.  Note the unison singing that formed the early Gregorian Chants in European history.  This would eventually evolve to reading music both horizontally and vertically.  In the more ancient music of the East, particularly Chinese and Hindu music, the conceptualization is strictly vertical.  The addition of the horizontal component is truly "mind expanding" (as the Hippies used to say) and is the very reason why Western music has taken such a strong hold in the East.

Trying to bring this back to work centers as conceptualized by Gurdjieff and Ouspensky, it would take a Beethoven to get music out of the more purely intellectual sphere and introduce the emotional center.  In this, Beethoven was quite ground-breaking.  And as much as I enjoy Clapton's music and he is an excellent blues guitarist, he really is not very much a ground-breaker.  I'd look to some old black blues artists...the guys that basically invented the stuff through their lives on the southern plantation.
