In a recent series of correspondence with a good friend who runs another lineage of the A.'.A.'., we came across a difference in our periods of speech and silence that begged for clarification.  So I did a bit of research and came up with the following:   I came across a quote by Crowley in Equinox Vol. III, No. 1 that says the following:  

"The rule of the A.'.A.'. is to alternate 5 years of Silence with 5 years of Speech. Hence publication has been from 1909-1914, An V-IX; and now from 1919-1924, AN XV-XIX." 

It seems that not only does the A.'.A.'. pattern coincide with Liber AL, but Motta's dating system is incorrect. The present year is AN XCVIII and not AN XCIX as he would assert with his idea of a 0 year. 

Further, these lineages such as the Bersson/Eales tango where one goes into speech as the other goes into silence is in defiance of A.'.A.'. tradition...not too dissimilar from Caliphate-based lineages (Cornelius, Starr and Seckler lineages) that ignore this tradition altogether. 

This in my view, represents a certain failure in that it derides the vibrational ebb & flow of etheric energy, especially that Dion Fortune captures so eloquently for us in her novel, The Sea Priestess.  All five of these lineages show the all too common signs of megalomania (quantity over quality) in this regard and it is most unfortunate.
