The midmost part of the ritual is Paian, celebration of Pan. Another name for this part is "NOX of PAN", that is "Night of Pan" (nox = night). In Paian, there are five signs of N.O.X and while giving each sign one says "IO PAN".

(N) Puer (Boy):
      Standing with feet together and head erect. Let right hand (the thumb between the index and middle fingers) be raised, the forearm vertical at a right angle with the upper arm, which is horizontally extended in the line joining the shoulders. Let the left hand, the thumb extended forwards and the fingers clenched, rest at the junction of the things (Attitude of the Gods Mentu, Khem, etc.).

(O) Vir (Man):
       The feet being together: The hands, with clenched fingers and thumbs thrust out forwards, are held to the temples; the head is then bowed and pushed out, as if to symbolize the butting of an horned beast (attitude of Pan, Bacchus, etc.).

Puella (Girl):
      Standing with the feet together, head bowed, left hand shielding the area of the groin, and right hand shielding the breast (Attitude of the Venus de Medici).

(X) Mullier (Wife):
      The feet are wide apart, the arms raised so as to suggest a crescent. The head is thrown back (attitude of Baphomet, Isis in Welcome, the microcosm of Vitruvius).

Mater Triumphans (Set Triumphant, Isis Rejoicing):
      The feet are together, the left arm is curved as if supporting a child; the thumb and index finger of the right hand pinch the nipple of the left breast as if offering it to that child.

Particularly when evoking forces that are relatively dangerous. Then again, if the evocation was complete and successful, those energies would no longer pose a threat to the magician. This brings me around in a circle; a banishing to close seems to negate what was done in between the opening and closing banishing!

The idea that a banishing ritual actually removes something is a misnomer.  Even the opening command in the Star Ruby posits the "evil" spirits "behind" the operator.  Though the successful completion of the ritual should leave the operator with a distinct feeling of cleanliness.  So whether or not one banishes at the conclusion of a series of rites, makes no real difference, except that it fortifies the Astral Body.
The various invocations in the Star Ruby; the Thelemic pantheon and Guardians are called to fortify the Astral Body.  It's as if one is lighting oneself up on the Astral Plane and therefore, one should not want to be left exposed to its chaotic forces.  Therefore one controls what's allowed in one's circle; within one's mind and Astral Body.  This is well-explained in your article on Thelemic Priming.  The mind is conditioned and acculturated along specific lines.
The Star Ruby as any banishing ritual is also the first work at creating the Astral Body.  In the Wake World, we learn that it is in the IXth (or Astral) house (Yesod) that all the 'work' is done.  That is why the house is called the 'Foundation.'  This shows the importance of the connection between Yesod and Da'ath, which formulates Grant's most important contribution to Thelemic science.  And it is why Liber CCXXXI is so important to the Neophyte.

 the star ruby or liber 25 is a ritual of geburah, 5 x 5=25 thus creating liber 25.  as with any ritual the magician should clear his mind completely before starting, preparing himself to become one with the gods in discovering the god that he is. in clearing his mind he is opening the door which is daleth the empress, the female principle.  as the female principle he should let the force of GOD penetrate his soul. after clearing his mind from the material, he breathes in very very deeply bringing his right index finger over his lips forming the sign of hoor-paar-kraat. by breathing in deeply you are literaly invoking life itself the force of hadit. then going into the sign of hoor-paar-kraat is the sign of protection, as if putting up your magickal barriers.  this can be seen as a stratigic military definsive move, 1st the clearing of the mind and gathering intellegence by trying to tune in with that force called god (the all/inifinte/nuit), the building up of magickal reinforcemence (breath/life/hadit), after fortified you then strike! swiftly sweep your right arm behind you, and in the voice of a soldier attacking cry "APO PANTOS KAKOSDAIMONOS!"  (away evil spirits) this is the force of Ra-Hoor-Khuit attacking. this can be seen as either a warning to all that attempt to stop or slow your will or as an acual attack on a force already trying to stop or slow your will. the whole 1st portion of liber 25 is the union of IAO or mother father and there production son, nuit, hadit, ra-hoor-khuit. the ra-hoor attack can be seen as an equal to doing the sign of ra-hoor-khuit, thus doing both the sign of hoor-paar-kraat & rahoorkhuit, this is the uniting of the microcosm & macrocosm, the 5 & the 6 and all it is.
 you took refuge in your inpenetrable castle, the sign of silence while invoking the the life force of aleph to build up your strength teth/lust/leo, then sending the force of Ra-hoor-khuit (either Pe the tower to destroy that which opposes your will or tzaddi the emporer to stand as a strong king to set all straight that your will is king). 
the force of Ra-Hoor-Khuit as Pe the tower or the house of god is a very powerful force to send to banish the forces that are opposing your will, this is maybe the more excellent of the 2 forms of the force of RHK if using this ritual as a banishing ritual.  also if you are seeing this ritual also as an invokation of the high self, in Pe is the opening up of the eye of shiva, the 3rd eye, in this the universe as you now know it would be annihilated. by using Pe as the force of RHK you create the bottom line of the 3 horizonal lines of the sigil of grand heirophant. Pe connects hod & netzech, teth (the strength invoked)  the middle line of the sigil connects geburah & chesed, daleth the getting in touch with the gods so to say at the begining of the ritual is the top line of the sigil of the grand heirophant connecting binah with chokmah.
the alchemist would look at the force of RHK as tzaddi the emperor whose element is sulfur. the emporer is a symbol of domination also being able to properly banish any forces that attempt to slow or stop your will. daleth the 1st force invoked to become 1 with the all, the female priciple which represents the element of salt, the 2nd force invoked is air as you breathe in the air inside you to build your strength, air is the magus which element is mercury, the libido between the male & female principle. the last invoked force is tzaddi the emporer the force of RHK, the emperor's element is sulfur the male principle. thus creating the philosphers stone, also uniting Nuit with her hadit to create rahoorkhuit. 
when projecting the force of rahoorkhuit you should imagine a 360 degree expanding horizontial or 3 dimentional ring coming from your heart, this is as a infinite wave of force.  you can imagine in this the ring as nuit and your heart as hadit, as her circumfrence is nowhere found he is forever the center, they conjoining form the force of rahoor khuit.        

 

 the second part of the star ruby is the unique qabalistic cross in greek. 1st the magician should lift his hand in that same gesture high above his head, then bring his hand down over his 3rd eye or ajna chakra and vibrate SOI (unto you), activing the AJNA chakra . this chakra can be seen as the eye in the triangle and/or the eye of shiva, this force is known as shiva the supreme male force. SOI or samekh, ayin & yod can be seen 2 ways:
samekh means tent pole or peg a phallic symbol, is the art taro card which is the ultimate marriage, the creation of the philosphers stone. ayin is the devil card in the taro and means eye, which can be seen as the eye in the triangle also the eye of the penis, either way a very male symbol. yod means hand its taro card is the hermit, it also is a very symbol, and is the semen that comes out of the eye of the penis. you can see this as 3 male symols or the marriage of 2 male symbols.
the other way to see SOI is yod or I in the shape of a penis as the male force, O or ayin in the shape of a vagina the female force, together produce S or samekh the philosiphers stone or the production of life a baby. so therefore SOI= IAO.
on the vertical line of the sigil of the grand heirophant SOI corresponds to NUITH, as said SOI means "unto you" and who other but our lovely NU is it unto? SOI is equal to kether on the tree of life, also SOI is at the brain which is where the creation of all thought is born.
 the hand is then brought down over the heart from the 3rd eye, the name of the magicians HGA is then vibrated. if the name is not yet known tradionally ADONAI, RA-HOOR-KHUIT, AIWAZ are a few names usually used for the HGA. the heart is at the ANAHATA chakra, the middle point of the middle pillar and also the vertical line of the sigil of the grand heirophant. this is added to the original version of the star ruby to "invoke often" your HGA, when activating this chakra you should focus on your longing to be one with you HGA, in hopes to someday achieve knowledge & conversation.
  next is to bring your hand down to your genitals and vibrate "O Falle". this activates the MULADHARA charkra, the force of creation,  which correspondes to Hadit(male) and also SHAKTI(female). this is the bottom of the vertical line of the grand sigil of the heirophant. MULADHARA is the force that creates all physical life, the phallic force, also muladhara can be seen as corresponding to MALKUTH on the tree of life.
 thus we have created in this single line the middle pillar, it may seem strange that SOI (AJNA) & O PHALLE (MULADHARA) are both as much male as female, but it must be remembered that KETHER (SOI) is the same as MALKUTH (O PHALLE) but on another level or world. they are both the power of creation only one is of the mind and the other of body. by creating this life heaven and earth are one, as are nuit and hadit conjoined, also are shiva & shakti.
 the next step is for the magician to bring his right hand to his right shoulder & vibrate "ISCHUROS", meaning strength which is also the meaningof geburah.  you can see this as corresponding with THERION. then bring the hand across the chest to the left shoulder and vibrate "EUCHARISTOS" meaning mystic feast/eucharist.which you could see corresponding to BABALON in that she correspondes to water and also earth, the understanding of this is best looked at in the ART taro card, but to but it shortly the process of taking dead material and turning it into divine life as seen in the mass and in other places to. eucharistos corespondes to chesed, chesed and geburah are connected by the path teth which is the lust card in the book of thoth that represents the uniting of babalon & the beast. this creates the horizonal line in the sigil of the great heirophant. which is made up of daleth(4) & teth(9) & peh(80) equaling 93.
 lastly  the magician clasps his hands together in front of him forming a triangle& cries "IAO",this is the alchemical process of life, birth life death. from SOI to O PHALLE the union of opposites was created nuit met hadit. from  ISCHUROS to EUCHARISTOS this represents the life NUIT & HADIT created's pregnancy, IAO is the life of there creation RHK. also through this cross all is created the vertical the horizonal and depht, the X, Y & Z in gemoetry.
 the 3rd part of the star ruby ritual is the mental production of the 4 pentagrams & there guardians. this is very personal and each magicians pentagrams and guardians are not the same, and the guardian should at some point "automatically"come to the magician. until the guardians come to him he should focus on after  the pentagram is projected a unseen force is protecting that direction. the pentagrams are formulated mentally i personally have used 2 different ways, 1st being making each pentagram the colour of the element that is the direction you are projecting the pentagram. 2 making the pentagrams of the elements themself (a pentagram of water, fire, air, earth rock/plant). also all 4 pentagrams could be the same.  when the pentagram is being projected you should give the sign of the enterer, after the guardian or unseen force is present give the sign of silence. this is uniting the microcosm & macrocosm in all 4 elements, also evoking and telling to stand guard these guardians. you should vibrate or cry THERION in the east, NUIT in the north, BABALON in the west, & HADIT in the south.
 this ritual is a ritual about crossing the abyss (among other things), crossing the abyss is an A.'.A.'. thing, and all the grades of the A.'.A.'. are listed in this ritual:
0=0 probationer- for probationer there are 2 grade signs:the sign of the enter & the sign of silence.
1=10 neophyte- its element is earth and is represented with the earth pentagram and guardian.
2=9 zelator- its element is air and is represented with the air pentagram & guardian.
3=8 practicus- its element is water and its represented by the water pentagram & guardian.
4=7 philosophus- its element is fire and its represented by the fire pentagram & guardian.
dominus liminis- the greek qabalistic cross
5=6  adeptus minor- IAO in the greek cross
6=5 adeptus major- the sign of PUER 
7=4 exempt adept- the sign of VIR
the babe of the abyss- sign of PUELLA & sign of MULIER also the greekabove & below saying after NOX signs.
8=3 master of the temple- the 2nd qabalistic greek cross (the supernal triad the production of a plane,the x & y axis)
9=2 magus- the line from SOI to O FALLE in the 2nd qabalistic cross (line from chokmah to kether)
10=1 ipsissimus- the SOI in the 2nd greek qabalistic cross (the point kether)

 

 after the pentagrams of the 4 elements or corners and the guardains are evoked or the unseen force is present the next step is the invokation of pan & signs of NOX. (pentagrams are not drawn in the elements proper way though, the pentagrams should just be a pentagram of the colour or that element or of material of that element or the pentagrams could be all the same like a brillant white pentagram, but these pentagrams are not spose to be mental drawn in the method of each element. the pentagram should be a mentally projected pentagram and should not have to be mental drawn). in this part of the ritual there are 4 different signs used as teh signs of NOX, these are PUELLA, PUER, VIR, MUILER. after each NOX sign is made "IO PAN" should then be viberated, IO is yod & ayin. I is in the shape of a lingim or penis,O is in the shape of the yoni or vagina, thus IO is the union of opposites like the microcosm & macrocosm, pentagram & hexagram, 5 & 6, male & female etc.... in its qabalic sense yod means hand and is the TARO card the HERMIT which basically is symbolising semen or the spermazoon. ayin's TARO card is the DEVIL, hebrew definition  means eye, and this is the eye of the penis, and from this eye is the semen or spremazoon ejected for the chance of life. so IO is both a symbol for the union of opposites and a very phallic symbol to. PAN or PEH, ALEPH, NUN equals in qabalah 131, samehk which also equals 131. samekh means tent prop or tent pole a very phallic symol, its TARO card is ART which is a very complacted card but its basically the production of the philosphers stone through the union of  salt sulpher & mercury. salt is female, sulphur is male and mercury is the labido or lust between them which causes there union in which the philosphers stone is created.  pan's 1st letter is PEH meaning mouth, its TARO card is the TOWER, it represents the annihilation of the universe (ego) which is caused by the opening up of the eye of shiva. this event can be seen as the highest enlightenment, and also even as orgasm during sex. ALEPH the 2nd letter of pan means air which is the life force, with out it we would die, its TARO card is the FOOL which for 1 represents the whole TARO deck, so the fool could be seen as the whole taro deck in 1 card, it is the ALL. PAN also is known as the ALL the last letter of PAN is NUN which means fish, its TARO card is the  DEATH  card. it represents the dance of death of the scorpion,  serpent and eagle which is basicaly transformation, this represents the saying "DIE DAILY." the scorpion represents suicide the destruction  of ones self, the serpent represents mlae energy as shown in the lust card or teth, which basically means joy from desire or joy in doing ones will, the eagle is a representation of the divine in play. therefore  changing yourself daily (scorpion) to acomplish your will in happiness (serpent) and through this enlightenment is acheived (eagle). also the alchists way to look at this is the scorpion is representation of a fish which symbolises the womb or the female principle, the serpent is the male principle, the eagle is thepurefaction of them to create something higher and divine. basically the scorpion is salt and female, the serpent is sulphur and the male, the eagle is mercury & the libido or lust that unites them. with this understood PAN is the union of opposites baphomet which is the ALL(ALEPH) that is the life force that gives everything life.
 as each NOX sign is made IO PAN is said:
PUELLA- the sign of PUELLA is done with feetclosely together,head bowed down looking down, left hand should be sheilding muladhara chakra(the groin), right hand is sheilding left breast  & heart.  in this sign 2 chakras are being activated the MULADHARA chakra at the groin, and the ANAHATA chakra which is at the heart. this forms a line from the groin to the heart, which on the tree of life is malkuth the MULADHARA chakra & tiphareth the ANAHATA chakra. malkuth represents the princess or the final HEH in the YHVH story,while tiphareth is the prince of VAV in the YHVH story. this is the stoy of the sleeping princess(malkuth) needing a kiss from the prince (tiphareth) so she can once again become the queen (binah/Heh). the prince is usually seen as the holy guardian angel of the magician, and the magician is malkuth the NEOPHYTE. this is the princess or girl. in the qabalah PUELLA equals 221 as does the word bride, and you can see PUELLA as the bride of the prince (PUER).
PUER- the sign of PUER is done by standining with feet close together withhead erect, let right hand be raised with thumb inbetween index & medius fingers,right  arm should be at a vertical right angle and should be level with shoulders. the left hand should have thumb extended forwards and fingers clinched with hand resting between legs at groin. the left hand is activating the MULADHARA chakra, the right hand is symbolising the union of the microcosm and macrocosm (male/female or penis in the vagina). PUER correspondes to the prince located on the tree of life at TIPHARETH, whose opposite is the princess located on the tree at malkuth which can be seen as the sign of PUELLA. the gematria of PUER is 291 which also GEBURAH & MULIER equals 291. PUER letters is PEH, VAV, HEH, RESH in hebrew. PEH is a representation of SHIVA the supreme male principle in the KUNDALINI, VAV is the heirophant TARO card and is RAHOORKHUIT a male figure, HEH  taro card is the STAR and teh STAR is NUIT, RESH taro card is the SUN which is HADIT. PUER=SHIVA/RAHOORKHUIT/NUIT/HADIT
VIR- the sign of VIR is done by having feet together, hands held to the head at the temple, fingers clinched, thumbs thrust outward. this symbolises the butting horned beast which could be seen as PAN, BAPHOMET, THERION and all other horned male beasts. the hands held at temples could be seen as activating the 3rd eye chakra called the ANJA chakra. VIR is  VAV, YOD RESH all letters that represent male power, VAV means nail which is a phallic symbol in the shape of a penis, YOD's TARO card is teh HERMIT which represents sperm clearly a male sexual symbol just as VAV is, RESH whose TARO card is the SUN thats is HADIT the supreme male principle. in gemetria it equals 216 as does snake, dagger & TARO. the serpent is the letter TETH which taro card is LUST, whose astrological sign is LEO and correspondes to THERION and also represents CHESED influnce on GEBURAH. also the serpent correspondes to HADIT as said in chapter 2 in liber AL verse 22 "i am the snake that giveth knowledge & delight...."  VIR correspondes to CHOKMAH on the tree of life and is the KING and also YOD in the YHVH story.
MULIER-  THE SIGN OF mulier is done by feet spread widely apart, arms raised to suggest a cresent (moon), and head thrown back. this sign is symbolising NUIT who is the ALL kinda like PAN, she is the ever expanding circle as HADIT is the ever inploding point. when doing the sign of MULIER you making your body semi-closely in the form of a circle & also you are forming with your body a cresent moon also a symbol of NUIT. the gemetria of MULIER is 291 as is GEBURAH and PUER. MULIER is the hebrew letters MEM, VAV, LAMED, YOD, HEH, RESH. the letter MEM means water  the element of HEH or the QUEEN in the YHVH story, MULIER correspondes to BINAH and HEH in the the YHVH story, she is the QUEEN who become queen in the story of YHVH by becoming in union with the prince VAV,when she was a princess final HEH.  the 2nd letter in MULIER is VAV a male symbol, LAMED is a female card and represents justice or sometime seen as karma, YOD is a male letter (sperm), HEH is a female letter meaning window alluding to the vagina ands TARO card is the STAR which is NUIT in human form, RESH is a male card and is HADIT. MULIER is in complete union alternating male female cards and ends with literally NUIT & HADIT in union.
the 4th part of the star ruby ritual is the the achknolging the powers that now stand in greek standing in the form of TAU and say:
PRO MOU IUNGES OPICHÕ MOU TELETARCHAI EPI DEXIA CHUNOCHES EPARISTERA DAIMONOS PHEG EI GAR PERI MOU O ASTÉR TÕN PENTE KAI EN TÉI STÉLÉI Õ ASTÉR TÕN EX ESTÉXE.
IUNGES-  this is the ferrymen from the chaldean oracles of zoroaster, they are known as the birds of the abyss. with this statement made you can consider yourself infront of the abyss or even having crossed the abyss. IUNGES, TELETARCHAI, CHUNOCHES are the 3 celestial intellegences or archangels of the chaldean cosmology, diamonos is the geniuses of the platonist philosophy some say equalivate to the holy guardian angel of thelema.
it is said in greek about me flames the star of 5, which of course is the pentagram a representation  of the microcosm, at this point in the ritual the 4 pentagrams and guardians have already been evoked, the guardians are seen as the  IUNGES, TELETARCHAI, CHUNOCHES, DAIMONOS, these represent what is now flaming about you. the "and in the column stands the star of 6" is the greek qabalistic cross that you have formed, you made this cross with 6 points and 6 words that extends ever above and below you just as the pentagrams and guardians extend infintaly in all 4 directions. you have therefore again made union with the microcosm and macrocosm, the pentagram and the hexagram. in the center of all of this inside you was the the invokation of ADNI or if your know the true name of your holy guardian angel, and this is the center of the ritual you have done.

 

lastly the greek qabalistic cross is repeated and the action of  APO PANTOS KAKODIAMONOS ends the ritual.

 

i do want to point out this is only a few ways to interpete what is going on in this ritual, everyone who performs this ritual religiously will come up with some interpetaion of this, it may flow in the current of what has been said of it may flow in a completely different direction. but this is how i have interpeted star ruby.

As I related to you privately:

"An interesting article, I really enjoyed it.  By way of constructive criticism...

You should check typos. And it would be a good idea to fix grammatical elements, such as initial caps on words at the beginning of sentences.

Are the paragraphs with indented margins, quotes from other sources?  These sources should be indicated, either in the text or by footnote.

I would also suggest that you drop the authoritarian tone.  Your insights are profound and would have a lot more credibility if you share them as insights, rather than revelations.  What you're seeing in the Star Ruby comes from your vantage point; your set of coordinates.  And it's thought-provoking on its own merits.  I especially liked your relating of the three planes of the Grand Hierophant.  Have you tried working the Fire Opal?  Ideally, it should follow Reguli.  But though the idea of opening the path of Daleth (expressed at the beginning of your essay) is an interesting one, it is your idea and not 'official' or 'authoritative.'  Remember, the Aspirant is standing at the intersection of Samekh and Peh; that is the 'official' idea.  The Aspirant, not being an Adept, cannot hope to see beyond Tiphareth at this point.  Though again, I find this a very interesting idea and worthy of consideration.

You do have some unique insights and are obviously a very intelligent star."

You elucidate elements of my article quite well, putting it into frames I don’t normally see. I suggest that the statement of a ‘distinct feeling of cleanliness’ implies a decrease in filthiness- a removal. The opening element of the ritual does put the demons behind one in allegiance, which at the same time is a clearing of the circle (if you’ll excuse the phrase). I can definitely see your position in the context of the Star Ruby itself. In the context of the entire ceremonial outing, the Star Ruby, to me personally, is the banishment from the temple- and the exclusion from the conscious mind- any thoughts etc. that are not related directly to the purpose. Closing the ritual is important, but to close with a Banishing ritual perhaps, is only necessary when the ritual as a whole has failed. Master Therion writes in the Equinox that the word ‘failure’ will be written many times in the record of the magician, and ‘success’ only once. Upon building and fortifying the Body of Light, the more rituals merrier; nevertheless, banishing rituals affect the consciousness and do make a difference. It is up to each magician to determine if it is necessary.
