the opposite of virgo is pisces - ruled by neptune - which rules spirituality and illusion (a different thing than that of the moon), and is a higher octave of venus, as pluto is a higher octave of mars. 
the high priestess atu, tiphareth (sol) and yesod (luna) are all on the middle pillar.
war/tower (house of god) atu - mouth (peh) and mars
aeon atu (last judgement or angel) - tooth (shin) and fire
hanged man/dying god atu - water (mem) 
moon atu - back of head (qoph) and pisces
empress atu - door (daleth) and venus

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The Albion O.T.O. that Runar and I have been discussing indicates in their history of the O.T.O., that Crowley was the founder of Paganism.  Quoting from their website:
A Magus in America - The "Spiritual Desert". 

On 5th May, 1914 e.v Crowley passed legal ownership of Boleskine to the M.'. M.'. M.'. On the 24th October of the same year, after the outbreak of WWI, he sailed to New York on the SS Lusitania, with his Charters of Masonic authority, letters of introduction, and roughly £50 as his sole possessions. (Around this time he wrote to Fr.'. Achad, at this time his personal representative and S.G.I.G VII°, and put forward the idea of Achad establishing a Pagan religion in North America, which he thought ripe for such an idea. He wrote; "The time is just right for a natural religion…In short be the founder of a new and greater Pagan cult…" This would have been a fascinating development under Achad's hand, but unfortunately he didn't share Crowley's vision on this one. Crowley was later to pass this honour to one Gerald Gardner - whom Crowley had Chartered for a group to operate up to the III° of O.T.O. - Gardner going on to be, along with Alex Sanders & others, one of the main instigators of modern Witchcraft. Crowley's influence is evidenced in the last sentence of the "Wiccan Rede"; "An' it harm none, do what thou wilt" - also rendered, amongst many variations, as "An' ye harm none, do as ye will". But also in some versions of the "Book of Shadows" we have, amongst many other examples of Thelemic influence, direct quotes from The Book of the Law - e.g. Chp 1; verses 58 & 61 in "The Charge" - and passages from Crowley's Gnostic Mass, in the 3rd Degree initiation ritual.) It is most interesting to note in this context Crowley's reference in his "Confessions" to attending a Council of Masters, wherein he makes a direct statement of his mission: "My own task was to bring Oriental wisdom to Europe, and to restore paganism in a purer form." 
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here is another 'Wiccan' thing that was influenced by Thelema, i think part of it is in the Lunar Exorcism:
Whenever ye have need of me, once in the month and better it be when the moon is full, then shall ye assemble in some secret place and adore the spirit of me, who am queen of all Witches. There shall ye assemble, ye who are fain to learn all sorcery, yet have not won its deepest secrets; to these I will teach things that are yet unknown. And ye shall be free from slavery; and as a sign that ye are truly free ye shall be naked in your rites; and ye shall dance, sing, feast, make music and love all in my presence. For mine is the ecstacy of the spirit, and mine is also joy on Earth. 
Keep pure your highest ideal, strive ever towards it; let naught stop you or turn you aside; for I am the gracious Goddess, who gives the gift of joy unto the heart of man. Upon Earth I give the knowledge of the spirit eternal; and beyond death I give peace unutterable. nor do I demand aught in sacrifice, for behold, I am the mother of all living, and my love is poured out upon the Earth. From me all things proceed, and to me all things must return. 
Let my worship be in the heart that rejoiceth; for behold, all acts of love and pleasure are my rituals. Let there be beauty and strength, power and compassion, honour and humility, mirth and reverence within you. And thou who thinkest to seek for me, know thy seeking and yearning shall avail thee not unless thou knowest this mystery; that if that which thou seekest thou findest not within thee, then thou wilt never find it without thee. For behold, I have been with thee from the beginning; and I am that which is attained at the end of desire. 
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
