Personally, I see 'realization' or 'self-actualization' occurring at Tiphareth.  And so, from Geburah to Binah, I see the destruction of this self.  As the shall we say, secret path to Binah is actually from Tiphareth (the Neophyte of the A.'.A.'. learns this in a most unique way), one sort of arches over Geburah and really, away from Chesed (the Sephirah, that 'technically', one is moving from...).  But either way, one is traversing the Abyss and destroying ego and its self-actualizing crown.

The 'Meses' was a title for the Egyptian Pharoah.  From this, we get the name Ramses, one of the more famous of Pharoanic names.

And it also explains how the Jews upon leaving Egypt could've had such a store of gold that they could fashion a large golden bull while Moses was receiving the Ten Commandments, as they were not enslaved in Egypt at this time. Their enslavement came later and prior to the construction of the Library at Alexandria.

Remember, the paths actually move in both directions.  But in the ascending, first, Geburah is not the Sephirah of the Exempt Adept, but of the Major Adept.  Chesed houses the Exempt Adept.  As Crowley so well notes, the Charioteer is the Cup Bearer and the Cup contains the Blood of the Saints.  One can extrapolate the Charioteer as a woman, even the Scarlet Woman.  Everything is done for Nuit; as AL teaches, to leave even one particle of dust will be to lose all...unto Nuit.  Crowley intimately connects this with 8 and 418, which you well know.
In this light, one is leaving the realm where one might be a commanding figure; one is leaving Geburah, the house of the Major Adept.  This is not unlike Prospero breaking his Wand (his Will) in Shakespeare's: The Tempest.  Now we can consider the four pillars as pylons in the Tuat.  Maybe we could consider the idea that as these props hold up a Universe, they are an "in-between" station (cf. the writings of Martin Buber).   And perhaps this is why the Abyss also becomes an entrance-way to the Nightside of the Tree.

So the fully realized Star cannot be above the Abyss.  Even the Master of the Temple, as he or she projects one's Star into the Tuat (the Starry Heavens), so also the Master of the Temple becomes nothing; into a pyramid...the City of the Pyramids...remember, Pyramids are tombs; the MT resides as a pile of dust.  In other words, the MT resides as nothing; he or she is NOT.  Yet simultaneously, even as the Star is projected above, he or she is also cast down into the Ruach.  The implications here are enormous.
The Hermetic Axiom comes immediately to mind:  As above, so below.  And there is Lucifer being cast out of Heaven.  The Star is a life form that is beyond human consciousness and human comprehension...it is a Sun...God.  To attain this while living is to become as the Gnostics said so long ago, a Son of God.  Such beings may be the Secret Chiefs or the Nephilim.

I think I was a bit hasty with my statements.  Yes, the Abramelin daemons are a part of oneself.  For example, there is the daemon of mathematical brilliance; one might evoke this to solve a math problem.  But in itself, it is devoted to one talent, which places it off-balance as an incomplete microcosm.  Indeed, the human psyche is composed of a plethora of these, to ultimately be united by the Adept to serve the Will, which is itself a conglomerate of these myriad of forces.
This flows in harmony with the physical body, which is itself a host collection of billions of cells, each with their own life and consciousness.  Yet each holds a specialized function that needs to be brought into harmony for the body to maintain health.  We know the Mitochondria of each cell to be a life-form that can survive without the body; and it of itself is really an amalgam of two individual life-forms: Eukyrotes and Prokyrotes, that live in symbiosis with each other.
And they may be more intelligent than we have thus far imagined...at least with the exception of Sri Aurobindo, Mother and company who have developed a Yogic science to investigate this.  George Lucas in Star Wars also has investigated this with his phonetically similar "Mitochlorians."  And the Mitochondria seem to control the DNA, which has for its central strand (the one that holds the dual-stranded helix; the Phosphorylation), pure light.
Physics is theorizing that light may be from a Fifth Dimension.  This would mean to say that humanity as a complete microcosm is 'pure light,' as the Hindus have been saying for 5,000 years.  Can we not see the aberration of the slave religions that teach that humanity is nothing but sinful?!

First as a bit of a side-bar, note, there's a difference between freedom and Liberty; Thelemites espouse Liberty.  The problem with the True-Will/Ego-Loser crowd is that they aspire to freedom, which like a Utopia is an impossible situation...a fantasia.  Asceticism is a denial of life and no ideal at all; it is a move towards denying a part of one's humanity.  How can one become fully human under these conditions?  This kind of thinking belongs to other misnomers, like the idea that God became Man to die for your sins, yet this god did not become fully man as he never shit and he never fucked (and I'm playing professional basketball...hehe).
The only hindrance one can get from the work is the hindrance that oneself provides.  This brings us back to Will...not True Will...but Pure Will.  Pure Will is expressed in a sense as an automatic pilot...it is from that place that we in the A.'.A.'. call the Aspiration.  It cannot be pursued and it cannot be obtained...it simply is.  This is why testing for Aspirants must be spontaneous and once someone resigns, they cannot be re-admitted.  If it is of the nature of one's Will to be in the A.'.A.'., it will be expressed in the purest terms and terms that are consistent unto themselves.

But creativity is ALL about ego; your major artists...super mystics...are and have been major egotists.  These are Ayn Rand's "creators."  The rest of us can be but 'second-handers.'  This is why transmission is the essential magickal work.  It is the movement of the soul that matters.  The dead religions fill us with dread over what might happen to our soul upon dying as they keep us from learning what to do with and how to use our soul while living.
Generative strength comes from pure soul manifested and flourishing in this world...the here and now.  But what is now?...one may ask.  It is this infinite moment; this space that fills the whole of time; the immortality that everyone is seeking in the one place that they're not looking...though they say they are.  It is the engine of Magick and the genius of Mysticism. 
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
