I just wanted to clear up the differences between Babalon and the Earthsoul. Jack Parsons did get a much critisized receiving from Babalon. The circumstances was sure not the best and Babalon herself could probably been somewhat more benign towards her servant. However, the receiving contained a sentence which identified her with the Earth. I think it went: "And the Earth is mine."

The interpretation of this sentence may vary. It could mean that all 

aspects of the earthly and mundane life was of her or; that she ruled the Earthsoul. I left the question without any clear answer.

So when Marid Audran appeared and received the system of QWYD by enochia, that is a spellbook with names for calling the main souls of the planets in this solar system; it contained the name Babalon for the centre of the Earth. I knew it couldnt be right because i already by then knew too well about the centre of this earth. My attempts on the Qvyd made me even more sure, It was Babalon, but as the representant of the Earthsoul; herein she had fully access to the earthsouls powers, and it made her far more deliberate and harmonious. And of course more "earthed".

Yesterday I also saw that Crowley must have been very aware of these 

differences. Despite Babalon is the bride of the Beast; in Liber Samekh 

where Babalon is duly called too, the definite climax of the operation is on the word Gaia, that is the greek word of the Earthsoul.

I have been following this dialog regarding Babalon and the Earthsoul

with interest. I devoted myself to Our Lady many years ago, and she

has taught me many things in the process. In fact, some of the ordeals

I'm going through right now I consider to be tests given to me from

Babalon, but that's another story.  Anyway, what drew my attention

from this thread was not so much the Enochian correspondences I see

developing through Runar's work (although, I admit, I have recently

had some more gnosis transmitted through my experiences skrying the

27th, 26th and 25th Aethyrs over the past 6 months that seems oddly

familiar with some of the themes here), but the particular relation to

the "Earthsoul" is right in line with some of my own experiences of

Babalonian gnosis.

I usually lurk on this list, but feel like I should share something I

wrote in regards to an experience I had with Babalon back in 1998. I

experienced her as being both a "gateway" and an "earthly

incarnation".

A bit of background:

At the time I attained the vision, I was working a lot with kundalini

yoga which definitely flavored my vision with tantrik imagery. I would

perform pranayama, meditate on a chakra (starting with muladhara and

working my way up), intone the particular mantra for that chakra, and

try to feel the energy associated with that chakra resonate at the

appropriate location in my Body of Light. The vision occurred one

night after working with Muladhara for about a week or so. I wrote

about it in a publication I was editing at the time called Babalon's

Cup. I repost a fragment of that article here because of the personal

connection I'm making with my experience and some of the aspects of

this discussion. Sorry if my long post bores anyone. :)

"One evening after studying I began to doze off on the couch, and

started having an astral experience. I felt my chakras one by one and

noticed that some of them vibrated at different velocities than the

others. I experience a distinct buzzing sound and felt immense amounts

of power radiating from a few of my chakras. The power became

extremely intense and I felt it both mentally and physically. It

eventually overpowered me and caused me to lose the experience and

return to waking consciousness. I tried to go to sleep, but shortly

thereafter, I started to feel the chakra energies and hear the buzzing

again. I intoned a mantra I've used often for the last few years. This

increased the duration of the experience and led me into full-blown

astral vision. I was taken up into a temple that descended from above

me. When I entered the temple there was a beautiful female that

captivated my attention. I walked closer to her. She had long dark

hair, piercing black eyes, and a dark complexion. She began to

initiate me into certain mysteries that apply to her nature. I didn't

want to forget or miss any of the vision, and made it a point in the

midst of my rapture to ask her name many times. She told me her name

was 'Kalika', and that she was an 'earthly incarnation of a goddess'.

The experience was profound, and the memory of Kalika stayed burnt

into my consciousness for days afterwards."

I spent the next few days using the Qabalah to analyze the vision and

the Name. Some interesting finds were as follows:

The total gemetria value of her name (Kalika) = 82

Other words and phrases that have the same value are:

1) Beth-Ayin-Yod (BOI): a prayer, comes from the root word meaning to

gush over, to swell, to desire, to seek.

2) He-Yod-Kaph-Lamed-Gimel-Vau-He (HYKLGVGH): The Temple of Gog

3) Nun-Yod-Cheth-Vav-Cheth (NYChVCh): The Beloved thing, restful,

sweet odor, delight. From the root meaning to rest, settle down, stay,

withdraw, comfort, cease.

4) Cheth-Samech-Yod-Daleth (ChSYD): holy, saint, holy one, pious. From

the root, meaning to bow the neck in courtesy to an equal.

5) Lamed-Beth-Nun (LBN): to be, or become white, to make bricks, a

Mesopotamian, a place in the desert.

6) Aleph-Nun-Aleph-Lamed (ANAL): the angel of Venus.

Kalika having six letters, the above I considered the six main

correspondences. Each word relates directly to the vision as follows:

BOI is the gushing over and desire I expressed to unite with Kalika.

HYKLGVGH is the temple that descended and in which my initiation took

place.

NYChCh is a description of Kalika herself. She is the beautiful,

delightful one, from whom I receive rest and comfort. Also, she gives

off a sweet odor.

ChSYD refers both to Kalika herself, as the holy one (a fit title for

a goddess) and to myself after the initiation (which granted me gnosis

to become a saint, or holy one)

LBN refers to my consecration. I have become "white" (i.e. pure)

through Kalika. The reference to Mesopotamia and the desert was a

synchronicity with my studies at the time (Sumerian mythology) and

also hints that Kalika has roots in Ishtar, Inanna, etc, as well as

the obvious Hindu Kali.

ANAL, meaning an angel of Venus, implies that Kalika is a messenger

(i.e. angel) of Venus. She stated to me in the vision that she is "an

earthly incarnation of a goddess".

I also did a bibliomancy after the vision, using the Tao Te Ching, and

the result was section six, which reads:

"The spirit of the valley never dies.

It is called 'the Female'.

The gateway of the Dark Female is called 'the root of Heaven and

Earth'.

Uninterrupted as though persistent,

it is effective without effort."

Also, I noticed that Kalika = 82, and 8+2 = 10. the 10th Sephiroth is

Malkuth, the Bride, who is redeemed by the Prince through being set

upon the Throne of the Mother. I view Kalika as a gateway through the

abyss, to Kali/Babalon. I associate Kali (who I would attribute to

Binah/Saturn) with Babalon, and Kalika as a physical vehicle through

which she can be attained, or as a messenger which comes to initiate

her devotees and prepare them for their ultimate uniting with

Kali/Babalon.

He left the charters and copyrights for KapilNath (of Seattle) while Magee was left without any inheritance, as he was dissatisfied with some things like that he used a certain sanskrit verse in the ordination. Magee got trouble with the heart and withdrew from the scene, but is still working with his things. And he initiated some in Norway which still is growing and working well. Nick has also privately printed a manual for this lineage and also achieved other hindu ordinations which gives this lineage integrity, and also made silence with Kapilnath.

KapilNath was furious over the Oxford gang which refused to pay heed to his supreme role as head and started his campagne together with his secretary ( Fr & cOTOmember Aion of Austin, him with that heidrick tongue) to get people all over the world to take down all Mahendranath texts from the web because HE OWNED THE COPYRIGHTS. And the Oxford gang behaved much like the frenchman upon the castle in Monty Ptons Knights of the round table. And I think Kapilnath and Aion saw that they didnt get much further there. INO = The International Order of Naths became their name and its mainly US.

Your poem seems inspired by someone who has fallen in love and is then striving to see that love as some kind of universal metaphor.  Of course, love is something that takes us outside ourselves, exposing us to a feeling of something more universal.  But in the beginning, at least for most of us, romantic love is an ideation.  What we really create is an idealized re-appearance of ourselves and overlay that over the image of the other.  This is not to imply that such love is necessarily narcissistic.  But there is a certain solipsism at play when we reflect our (shall we say) microcosmic being onto another in a universal or macrocosmis format.  In more down-to-earth terms, when this romance ends and the other is seen as he or she really is, that's when the romance dies and the real love begins.  Though in our society, this moment is usually met with revile or disgust and the relationship ends.

I've not made a formal study of it, but there is something to say for the bards and bardic poetry that appeared in the Elizabethan era.  Some of our romantic notions are descendant refractions of their work.  In their work, while a certain woman was singled out, she was more a focal point for the bard's mystical trancendance.  This also has parallels in the ideation of little boys (and the drinking of wine) in certain Sufi sects.  You might enjoy looking into all of this.

Babalon is the "mother of us all" and not our lover...though we could make an interesting counter-argument in light of a study of the formula of the Tetragrammaton.  Though I think this might be a mixing of the planes.

Any lover is the "Not-I" (Nuit) that the "I" (Hadit) strives to make union with.  Nuit after all, is the fabric of all the Hadits in the Universe.  The symbolism of Babalon as the Scarlet Whore can begin to be deciphered when one considers the fact that the Earth births us all from her womb and takes all of us back into her womb.  Of course, so many have misinterpreted this and found an excuse for licentious behavior...glamourizing their fetishes and veiling their vices in virtuous words. I wouldn't say that you are "way off" in this regard.  Certainly, Babalon is a metaphor for the office of the Scarlet Woman.  But she is not the Scarlet Woman.  And the Scarlet Woman is not an incarnation of Babalon.  What I generally like to point out is that the capacities that are required to do such an operation take a man an woman of exceptional capacities and strong training.  However, most Thelemites that can (or cannot) do a banishing and have read a few Crowley books, think they are doing Sex Magick because they can have an orgasm...or because they are 'in love.'

Babalon takes all into her womb.  This alone shows that the Scarlet Woman as particularly dedicated to her office, serves as the hub of a wheel, involving a circle of men.  And she is indiscriminate in this regard, except that these men be of the character brought about by their training.  This is one aspect of the office of the Scarlet Woman and is of Babalon.  There is another of Nuit...this is more specific and monogamous, from what I can gather through my study of the Gnostic Mass.

When we look to the Starry Gnosis and the symbol of Babalon astride the Beast, we come to the mystery of the Sphinx.  This has to do with the Aeons on the Virgo/Pisces axis the and Aquarius/Leo axis.  You might enjoy my investigation of this in both my articles, The Starry Gnosis and Golden Dawn Skies.

One way to mix the planes is when we take metaphor and interpret it literally.  The Glamour of Sex Magick is all too compelling.  And with the strength of the human sex drive, is is no wonder that 'fools rush in where angels fear to tread.'
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
