Note also that Liber AL says that the rituals (like the one above) of the old time are black.  Yet it speaks of purging some of the dross and discarding others.  This ties in well with PNB's writings.  The Manifestation of Sagittarius begins with the Aeon of Pisces or the Christian era.  And the mysteries that are revealed at that time remain an important part of our evolution.  It seems they are better preserved or comprehended by the ancient Gnostics rather than the Roman heresy, which is a whole other thread that we've been through on this list.

You could be right, it depends on what of the egregores of JC you are refering to. I drove through Lyon (The french old city of the Bishop Irenaus) and the egregore I met with was still very strong and positive. Catholisism is far from dead. But I noticed the pitfalls therein fast as well. And I know that egregore to be subject to changing times as all others.
Thelema has sometimes been called Satanism and that unrighteously, as Thelema is a religion founded on its own premises.
Whats natural to call Satanism is the version that appears by following the "do nots" of Christianity. It serves an aversion ready to prove Christianity to be the true way and that is made clear just by its occurence. This kind of satanism is so intimately linked up to Christianity that it cannot be called an independent religion; It is Christianity; its own aversion; its own drop out box.
As Thelema grows it will also create its aversion, and that is likely to be looking like christianity, but more degenerate than christianity ever was.
In the span between these egregores there can happen a lot, and it will.

Yes, your point on Ou Me is quite salient. And it holds to the utter futility of trying to describe the Abyss experience through language. We almost resort to poetry...but not quite. I'm currently reading a book by Satprem called: 'Mind of the Cells' with a lot of quotes from Mother. And it is reading in much the same way as your paragraph on this.
Alternatively, and taking a hint from Norelli-Bachelet's first book, also quoting Mother, note that falling asleep is much like crossing the Abyss. 
We are there, but we are not there...as you say, certain "not essential" parts of ourselves fall away. But we lose consciousness. And it seems interesting that should we be able to retain full consciousness while being in a deep state of sleep, we would perhaps, bridge the Abyss. I'd be curious of your take on this.
Oh...and of course, ideas are just that, ideas. Debate and discourse does not lead to bitter rivalry for the intelligent mind...it should spark joy in the challenge to grow and expand the breadth of our insight. But the superstitious mind doesn't seek this joy...but like the lower ego in some, fears its own demise and goes on the attack in order to defend itself.
More to the point, I've come to realize how difficult it is for certain levels of intelligence to hold in readiness, the whole of a concept. Let's say the concept is eighteen paragraphs of information. But at the present point in a discussion, we are focusing on paragraph eleven. The lesser intelligence can only see paragraph eleven and can't see the other seventeen paragraphs that bear a relation to the present paragraph.
And so any contradiction to the concept in the present paragraph, should it in isolation, seem salient, goes not only unnoticed...but even when that contradiction is highlighted, the lesser intelligent mind in not being able to hold those other seventeen paragraphs in readiness, can not see it. And though I've tried, there's no way to bring that mind to hold all the precepts within the concept. As soon as you go two or three paragraphs into 
it...that lesser mind loses that eleventh paragraph and you end up debating into circles.
This usually causes an egoic response that relies on the superstitious conditioning that our society has inculcated into our thinking process. And the person debating with the intelligent mind is seen to be condescending and manipulative. Offense is taken and the conversation devolves into an argument with the intelligent mind accused of blasphemy.
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
