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Both 'Nu' and 'Nuit' are mentioned in Liber AL.  And in Egyptian mythology, they are two separate beings.  Nuit is of course, the sky-goddess.  But Nu is a male god.  I wonder how we might then re-read some lines from AL (found at the bottom of this message).  Also, what of the original version of Crowley's Star Ruby?  Crowley originally had Chaos and Eros (divine order) in the stations that he later gave to Therion and Babalon.
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NU. . A swirling watery chaos from which the cosmic order was produced. In the begining there was only Nu. See also the creation myths (http://members.aol.com/egyptart/crea.html).

 Chaos - (Greek mythology) the most ancient of gods; the personification of the infinity of space preceding creation of the universe 

Chaos is the void which came into being before anything else. But some say that Chaos was born from Mist, and that Mist was the first to exist. Others affirm that Chaos is not a void, but a rough unordered mass of things. It is also asserted that Chaos existed from the beginning, together with Nyx, Erebus (Darkness of the Underworld), and Tartarus, and tconsequently they consider Chaos to be as Nyx and Erebus: one of "the powers below the ground".  It is told that during the war between the TITANS and the OLYMPIANS, the fight came to such a degree of intensity that an amazing heat seized Chaos. 

 ...In the beginning, Hesiod says, there was Chaos, vast and dark. Then appeared Gaea, the dep-breasted earth, and finally Eros, ' the love which softens hearts ', whose fructifying influence would thenceforth preside over the formation of beings an things. From Chaos were born Erebus and Night who, uniting, gave birth in their turn to Ether and Hemera, the day. On her part Gaea first bore Uranus, the sky crowned with stars, ' whom she made her equal in grandeur, so that he entirely covered her '. Then she created the high mountains and Pontus, ' the sterile sea ' with its harmonious waves... 

Chaos is from the Greek word Khaos, meaning "gaping void". There are many explanations as to who or what Chaos is, but most theories state that it was the void from which all things developed into a distinctive entity, or in which they existed in a confused and amorphous shape before they were separated into genera. In other words, Chaos is or was "nothingness." Though some ancient writers thought it was the primary source of all things, other writers tell of Gaia (Earth) being born from Chaos without a mate, along with Eros and Tartarus. Then from Gaia came Uranus (Heaven or Sky) which gave us Heaven and Earth. 

Chaos has been described as the great void of emptiness within the universe from which Eros came and it was he who gave divine order and also perfected all things. In later times it was written that Chaos was a confused shapeless mass from which the universe was developed into a cosmos, or harmonious order. For instance, Hesiod's Theogony says that Erebus and Black Night (Nyx) were born of Chaos, and Ovid the Roman writer described Chaos as an unordered and formless primordial mass. The first Metomorphoses reads, "rather a crude and indigested mass, a lifeless lump, unfashioned and unframed, of jarring seeds and justly Chaos named." 

The Roman writer Ovid gave Chaos its modern meaning; that of an unordered and formless primordial mass. 

Consider also, this from the Golden Chain of Homer:

How all things proceed therefrom.
Thus God created first this invisible fire and endowed it with an unerring Instinct and a Capacity to manifest itself in 3 Principles.
1. In its Original most Universal state it is perfectly invisible, immaterial, cold and occupies no space, in this tranquil state it is of no use to us, yet in this unmoved state it is omnipresent.
2. In its second state it is manifested by motion or agitation into light. In this state it was separated out of the Chaos, when God said, "Let there be Light." Yet it is still cold. When gently moved or agitated, it manifests warmth and Heat, as in the case in all Frictions and in Fermentation of moist things.
3. When collected in a sufficient quantity, and violently agitated it is manifested into burning fire. This continues burning as long as it is agitated, and has a fit subject to act upon; when that fails, it returns to its first state of tranquil Universality. In the character of burning fire it manifests Light and Heat. Thus,
(a) we say in its first most Universal state it is perfectly invisible and immaterial.
(b) In its second state of manifestation it is visible in Light, but remains cold and immaterial.
(c) In its third state of Heat and burning fire it is visible, hot or burning, and becomes somewhat material as it occupies Room or Space whilst in this State.
You have seen how 3 distinct powers of the Universal Spirit, but it possesses still more and even some inconceivable powers.
We have told you that the Universal spirit endowed with an unerring Instinct, working by the most simple and nearest way, it has, also, besides its already mentioned conspicuous qualities, two occult powers, viz: attracting and repulsing, and these two powers are inconceivably great!
We see various instances of it in Thunder and Lightning, in Earthquakes, Hurricanes and in the surprising effects of Gunpowder.
When God created this Universal fire, He gave it a power to become material, that is to become Vapour, Humidity, water and earth, although that fire in its own Universal Nature, is, and remains centrally the same. Thus you see the Beginning of the 4 Elements, viz 
(1) burning fire; Vapour or Humidity mixed with Cold fire constitutes atmospheric air,
(2) air, which still more condensed becomes water,
(3) and water inspissated becomes earth. 
Originally it was but one Element Fire.
Thus the Universal fire became a Vapour of immense Extent, which by further inspissation became chaotic water, and out of this Chaotic Water the Creator separated the Light, that is: separated the Universal invisible fire into Light. Thus we see here that Universal, at first invisible fire manifested in two Principles, Light and Humidity!
Therefore out of Light and water, God has created all Things. 
Water was the first condensation or corporification of the Universal fire, which water nevertheless in its center was, and remains fire, full of life and activity, and the more so, as it was assisted by its Equal, the Light, separated out of it, as much as was necessary for the creating of all immaterial and material Beings, and in success of time for their maintenance.
 In the beginning there was only water, a chaos of churning, bubbling water, this the Egyptians called Nu or Nun. It was out of Nu that everything began. As with the Nile, each year the inundation no doubt caused chaos to all creatures living on the land, so this represents Nu. eventually the floods would recede and out of the chaos of water would emerge a hill of dry land, one at first, then more. On this first dry hilltop, on the first day came the first sunrise. So that is how the Egyptians explain the beginning of all things. 

AL II.1:  "Nu!  the hiding of Hadit."

 

1. Nu conceals Hadit, for she gives Form to That which is, shewing forth Its nature in all Ways that may be.

 

AL II.44:  "Aye!  feast!  rejoice!  there is no dread hereafter.  There is the dissolution, and eternal ecstasy in the kisses of Nu."

 

AL II.64:  "Oh!  thou art overcome: we are upon thee; our delight is all over thee: hail!  hail: prophet of Nu!  prophet of Had!  prophet of Ra-Hoor-Khu!  Now rejoice!  now come in our splendour & rapture!  Come in our passionate peace, & write sweet words for the Kings!"

 

AL II.76:  "4 6 3 8 A B K 2 4 A L G M O R 3 Y X 24 89 R P S T O V A L.  What meaneth this, o prophet?  Thou knowest not; nor shalt thou know ever.  There cometh one to follow thee: he shall expound it.  But remember, o chosen one, to be me; to follow the love of Nu in the star-lit heaven; to look forth upon men, to tell them this glad word."

 

AL III.17:  "Fear not at all; fear neither men nor Fates, nor gods, nor anything.  Money fear not, nor laughter of the folk folly, nor any other power in heaven or upon the earth or under the earth.  Nu is your refuge as Hadit your light; and I am the strength, force, vigour, of your arms."

In laboratory alchemy tartar or wine stone is said to be neither vegetable nor mineral but rather both, it could be thought of as still in chaos though in some regard it is the seed of both realms. Tartar also contains a very strong spirit and brings dissolution and death, thus liberation to of the soul as either a tincture or the coveted alchemical sulphur via separation. In a sense it (tartar's spirit) is inflicting punishment or judgement on the plant or animal matter it is poured on as the job of the alkahest is to help separate the gross from the fine. 

That Egyptian creation deal at the bottom makes me think of the alchemical separation of an oil of a metal.
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Certainly, the Egyptian account has a strong parallel with the Hebrew account.  And both are said to integrally hold Alchemical instructions...with the Hebrew being derived from the Egyptian.  Continuing an evolutionary process of development, the Christians and later Islamadded further developments.  It is a shame that so little of the very important Arab contribution (during Christianity's 'Dark Ages') is recognized nor even promoted today.  The revelation of the number zero is the key to Liber AL and the Thelemic Gnosis.
In light of the nature of Nu (or Nun) we have still the zero that is attributed to Nuit, but the male aspect of this.  It is interesting to note that the ancient Sumerians saw all deities in a biunal fashion. [There is a very interesting book by Ali Nomad (not a non-deplume of Crowley), Sex=The Unknown Quantity: The Spiritual Function of Sex that addresses the nature and history of the biune god.]  This is also true of African culture, which Grant shows, inherited their knowledge from Egypt.
I'd like to take a look at those lines from AL:
 

AL II.1:  "Nu!  the hiding of Hadit."
 

Here, Hadit is in his passive for feminine/anima nature.  In the Aethyr that is Nu, Hadit takes refuge.  The attraction or coupling is that Nu is the male polarity of the Aethyr, of which the strongest identity is Nuit, with Nu being her animus.  These four natures expressed through two buine gods or energy sources reflect perfectly the teaching of the Court Cards of the Holy Tarot.
 

AL II.44:  "Aye!  feast!  rejoice!  there is no dread hereafter.  There is the dissolution, and eternal ecstasy in the kisses of Nu."
 

Hadit maintains an immortal consciousness, as that is needed to apprehend ecstasy.  The dissolution provides his place in the fabric of Nu, which may be said to be the ALL or PAN and is in itself a reflection of NOT.  This explains one of the first Neophyte instructions: Pan is Nuit.
 

AL II.64:  "Oh!  thou art overcome: we are upon thee; our delight is all over thee: hail!  hail: prophet of Nu!  prophet of Had!  prophet of Ra-Hoor-Khu!  Now rejoice!  now come in our splendour & rapture!  Come in our passionate peace, & write sweet words for the Kings!"
 

Crowley as prophet of Nu comes to expound on the nature of the number zero...NOT...as expressed in Levi's Aethyr, through the Enochian Aethyrs and in accord with modern Physics.  He's creating a myth for the new science, which will provide for us the ethical structure upon which science can take direction from. 
Had then, by deduction would be that alter-ego or animus that Hadit projects into the Nu.  And Ra-Hoor-Khu is the radiating force (per AL:III.17) or physical field of sub-atomic particles, Dark Matter & Dark Energy that Newton first conceived of as the Aethyr and is now a fifth dimensional field in modern Physics.
 

AL II.76:  "4 6 3 8 A B K 2 4 A L G M O R 3 Y X 24 89 R P S T O V A L.  What meaneth this, o prophet?  Thou knowest not; nor shalt thou know ever.  There cometh one to follow thee: he shall expound it.  But remember, o chosen one, to be me; to follow the love of Nu in the star-lit heaven; to look forth upon men, to tell them this glad word."
 

Per AL I.27:  "Then the priest answered & said unto the Queen of Space, kissing her lovely brows, and the dew of her light bathing his whole body in a sweet-smelling perfume of sweat: O Nuit, continuous one of Heaven, let it be ever thus; that men speak not of Thee as One but as None; and let them speak not of thee at all, since thou art continuous!"
We are not to speak of Nuit...in a sense, Nuit is the Dao...and that which one can apprehend is not the Dao (Lao Tse).  Therefore, we are not to speak of Nuit...but of Nu, "the love of Nu."
 

 

AL III.17:  "Fear not at all; fear neither men nor Fates, nor gods, nor anything.  Money fear not, nor laughter of the folk folly, nor any other power in heaven or upon the earth or under the earth.  Nu is your refuge as Hadit your light; and I am the strength, force, vigour, of your arms."
 

Nu is then a refuge, a place that can be apprehended...the Aethyr.  But you essentially remain Hadit, which means the electromagnetic "force" the originates from Ra-Hoor-Khuit (the impetus that moves the Aethyr) manifests as both "vigour" (an emotional state...and the emotions are intimately connected with the physical body) and movement: "strength, force, vigour, of your arms."
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It is interesting to note Hathor's connection to Nu.  Hathor is also called Sothis, the Dog Star, which is also associated with Venus and Isis.  And she is the Eye of Ra, in which capacity she all but completely destroyed humanity.  She is also called the Primal Creatrix and one of her names is "Athyr."  Hathor originated from the Sumerian Ninhursag (the Mistress of Heaven and Lady of the Stars), who was the half-sister to Enki and Enlil.  Ninhursag was said to be the "mother of all life."
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
