While writing a letter to my A.'.A.'. Instructor, I had some interesting thoughts about the work. The basic nature of the astral visions: While one maintains control of the circumstances within the vision, there still is that ‘unknown’ or occult force that seems to guide the visions. I sense that this force is originating from the Hadit, yet still greatly ‘filtered’ through the many veils of my consciousness, and I know that this force is the Voice of Adonai. This force manifests in the exaltation experienced when deeply absorbed in a formal ritual, and in the afterbirth of an inflamed act of Resh vel Helios. Additionally, this Voice speaks through writing, painting, etc., and exalted thoughts when contemplating the nature of initiation, and having those ‘Aha!’ moments.
After performing Resh at sunset, I noticed the Moon increasing its fullness. I also noticed that that day I felt a higher energy level towards the Work. It seems my subconscious is increasingly reflecting the Light from my Will (Tiphareth) and soon that Moon will be full. Cautiously, I remember that the Moon has no light of Her own, but merely reflects the light. This was an interesting connection with a vision previous. Now I take note of the phase of the Moon and how my consciousness waxes and wanes with Her.
Glancing at Levi’s Transcendental Magic, I recollect that ‘imagination is the Soul’s inherent faculty to assimilate images and reflections contained in the living light.” This relates to my comment to Liber VII when I state that the Astral links phenomena with the Khu. Phenomena being Malkuth, Yesod transmits these to the Ruach and beyond. Therefore the imagination (Yesod) is our Soul’s (Yesod and Above) means of perceiving impressions and gaining experience. The lowers aspect of our Soul, our Selves (which includes the animal verily unto the God) the Nephesch receives impressions from Malkuth. The Nephesch ‘sees’ them as astral images (sight, sound, taste, etc.). Even as the five senses are astral impressions- meaning they occur in this ‘living light’, the Mind, Spirit or Khu, the astral in the link for ALL impressions.
A simple conclusion, the Higher Self manifests in Malkuth and other spheres of consciousness if one only allow it to do so… some keys are the rituals and the contemplation, and meditation. I am interested in others' insight in this regard.
