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I have been doing a great deal of reading from the works of Blavatsky as of late. Especially in her text "The Secret Doctrine." This thread, in particular, made me think of some of her points of view that I had never considered before.

I wanted to run some of her thoughts by you guys to see what you think. I am in the process of getting her "Secret Doctrine" into text form so I can put it up in the community for others to view. I should be through with volume 1 this weekend, depending upon how busy it is at work.

Anyways, Blavatsky had a particular point of view that I had never considered before and in some ways it ties-in to some of the words of Paul. Blavatsky felt that the so-called secrets of the ancients were not really lost, but never existed. Yes, the ancients did

have their points of views and over the generations they came up with ideas dealing with the occult and hidden mysteries, but they never had the exact keys to them. 

Yes, the ancients did have secrets, etc but instead of us looking at the point of view in which the keys were lost, lets look at the possibility that they were not known in certain aspects.

Blavatsky and many of the other Theosophists felt that it is our generation that would discover the keys to the old mysteries.

She primariy focuses on the point that the reason the ancients were not able to find the true keys is due to the fact that religion played an important part in their points of view. In order to find the truth in the mysteries one has to be able to look at a mystery

with no preconcieved ideas. When the observer follws a religious doctrine or dogma, regardless of what religion they follow, they will still, at least partially, try to find an aspect of whatever spiritual doctrine that they follow. In doing that, the actual

test becomes somewhat tainted.

I will use David Jones for example. David is OTO, but he is Episcapalian <sp> so when he scried on the Aethyrs he naturally found many of his results similar to the thoughts in the book "Revelation" by the apostle John.
