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It occurs to me as well that the description Ryan puts forth here, of the type that ignore their darkside, is an apt description of the general concept of Aquarius. And Crowley's many comments on this as the Age of Aquarius, and its counterpoise, Leo, come to mind. Aquarius is Air and Water, Leo Fire and Earth, in a sense. These two can compliment each other... except in those cases, as illustrated here, where one is suppressed, and the other develops itself as an obsessive undercurrent. Note that 5 + 9 = 14. The Evolution of Humanity. The Pentagram.  419 + 10 = 429 = 11 x 13 x 3. Unity achieved through the Magick of Saturn, BINH, The Great Mother. Yet also is 3 the glyph of the path of Gimel, which connects Kether to Tipareth. And XI + XVII = 28, which is the sum of 1 through 7, and a perfect number, as well as ChK - Power, the root of Chokmah. Chokmah also relates to Gimel in that both GML and ChKMH add to 73. Again, the sum of all these is 471, which is 157 x 3. 157 is a prime which is both ZQN - Lingham, and NQBH - Yoni. Cube in the circle, Sun and Moon conjoined, ShT. Again we see the recursion of 3 as a multiple. I have always felt Thelema to be a very Saturnian current. (Also, 157 concentrates to 13)
 

It also stole upon me, when reading the 27th Aethyr in Liber 418, the clarity on this subject offered: "She is weeping, weeping. And tears grow and fill the whole stone with moons." To which Crowley comments: "She can produce nothing but images of herself."

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It seems to me that a closer look at your QBL needs to brought forth.
5+9=14
5 (Heh/Aquarius/Star Atu, which remains XVII) + 9 (Teth/Leo/Lust Atu, which is restored to position XI) = 14 (Art Atu or XIV, which has a letter value of 60).  The actual numeration of the Atus equals XXVIII (28) when added together; which is twice 14.  The value of the letters is what actually gives us 14.  And interestingly enough, we find yet more symatry in Crowley's (or Aiwass') restoration of the Atus to their original order.  And while adding the digits of 14 gives us the number of the Pentagram, I can not say that the Art Atu represents the evolution of humanity, though it is a coagulative step in that process.  In this same way, the Aquarius/Leo axis represents a coagulative step.
Now, I have no idea where you get the number 419 or what 10 is signifying for you in your next formula.  Would you explain this?
You emphasis on the prophecy of 418 is duly noted.  Has it not been at least unconsciously recognized by those caught up in the Star Wars myth?  Out of the fluffy soft Jesus myth emerges Wicca and the New Age; both concerned with light and a ferverent hate for the darkness.  There is no grey in these.  But of course Jehovah and Allah seem to have a greater mix of emotional dispositions.  I don't see that these two movements could ever have emerged from them.
Liber AL says that the Jews have the half.  And in light of your QBL on Saturn (Jehovah) we find something quite interesting.  Jehovah is the reputed demiurge of the ancient Gnostics.  And yet Saturn represents the Great Mother, which I might present as Astarte, the concubine of Baal.  In a Thelemic context, Astarte could then be Nuit or Babalon with Baal being Pan.  Jehovah would then be the corruption of the pre-Rabbinical Hebrew state, which would eschew the Goddess from its psyche.
This corruption is only partially rectified by the Christians, who themselves had misogynistic issues.  God's "son" becomes ephemeralized by the effeminate Jesus.  Even the image of him hanging on the cross is emasculating.  And yet it is this that defeats both the Arabic and Judaic gods.  Christendom rises to its present-day level of power and corruption.
In the discovery of Uranus, before the American and French revolutions, we find what Crowley aptly attributes to Da'ath, a replacement for the false positioning of Binah in order to draw a hexagram upon the Tree-of-Life.  The Hebrew imposter or demiurge is bypassed and the undercurrent of the human psyche is open before us in the Nightside of the Tree.  Neptune and his trident is attributed to the Male part of the Supernals, brings a feminine balance as Saturn already holds both Nuit/Binah and Pan.

Jehovah is actually not attributed to Saturn, but to Jupiter, Chesed, 4, that Sephiroth below the Abyss, which many Men have mistaken for the All-Creator- Hence IHVH - The formula of Moses - This Tetragrammaton(again 4) is the Jehovah of the Jews, and Jesus - IHShVH.  
This fascinates me as it has a certain internal cohesion.  Given your argument below, Jehovah becomes a demiurge that stands before humanity can approach the Abyss.  I'll take a certain exception to the latter point, which I'll state further on in this post.  As to the former point, the demiurge idea suggests the point where the Jews were duped.  This false god usurped the essential dignity and divinity of the self.
It further suggests that Thelemic Qabalists have continued this error.  This intrigues me; I have a few points that I think lead elsewhere.  One important point is in attributing Jupiter/Chesed to the archetype of King as it represents the fully evolved human at his or her highest point of attainment...all this that must be surrendered before the Abyss.  This seems to contradict your idea; though we could say that Saturn casts some sort of shadow over Jupiter, which could explain your point to some degree.
Saturn's placement on Da'ath shows it to be the Guardian of the Abyss; again tying it with Pan and Nuit (as a virus...lol).  By pushing it back to Binah and bringing Uranus (virulent change) suggests a fundamental shift in the nature of consciousness; and one that is very libertarian.  Saturn brought restriction; the "thou shalt nots..." and a restriction of consciousness by the confusion of time...the Maya.
Uranus brings the law of change and does not attack the Ruach by holding it back or casting its shadow.  The light of Jupiter as a 'second sun' then carries the perfected nature (Tiphareth) through the Abyss; descibed brilliantly by Crowley as he states that though the Angel abandons the Exempt Adept, it is the momentum from the Angel's push that carries one through the Abyss.
Still Saturn is the 4th dimension; time.  The city of the pyramids suggests this clearly.  This is the land of 'millions of years,' as the Egyptians put it.  The Magus at Chokmah balances this, funnelling that which is timeless (from Kether, the 5th dimension of light) to time (Binah).  This is why the Magus can only tell lies (cf. Liber B).
And so, Kether, the 'One' takes in the 5 dimensions and speaks to them.  Five is the number of man and teamed with woman, makes 10; the complete Tree.  And so Kether is in Malkuth (Malka/Daughter) but after a different manner.
 

So far as I understand. So that with Thelema we see humanity taking it's first steps to realize an actual attainment of the Supernals, as Opposed to simply acquiesing in the lie of all organized religion, that the experience of God is only possible for the priesthood, and that even in their case, God can never be Understood by Man.  
This is certainly an apt description of the spell of the demiurge.  But I would argue that humanity is not travelling to the Abyss en-masse.  We can only see those that are 'kings of the earth' as holding the key to traversing the Abyss.
 The real fact is that GOD cannot be adequately expressed, for no form holds GOD, but is rather only a vehicle of expression for GOD, which is not necessarily a being, but an ever-existant dynamic, a "factor infinite and unknown", if you will, which our cosmology expresses not monotheistically, but as the equation 0 = 2, through the glyphs of Nuit and Hadit, Babalon and the Beast, and such.  
Simply brilliant...the 1 (Kether/unknown God) is seemingly missing in the formula.  And yet it is the 'equilizer;' that which equilibrates the two in their annihilation.  This is the reflection of the Ain Soph Aur turning back to the negative.
 For, as Crowley has pointed out, the Aeon of Isis was concerned with material matters, thus it might be said that their concerns were primarily with Malkuth. The Aeon of Osiris was primarily concerned with Spirit, though really in the form of Intellectualizing life, a sort of escapism  which attempted, and in some ways succeeded, to transcend the Earthly sphere: thus was its principle concern(and inevitable ruin) the Ruach.  The Aeon of Horus is concerned with making these two concepts intertwine, and compliment each other as opposed to confirming each other in division, so that we can get on with Evolution and bridge the Abyss.  
There seems to be much anticipation in Thelemic circles for some near-term golden age to emerge in the Age of Aquarius.  This is the same error that was made 2,000 years ago, when the early evangelists saw the impending return of Jesus.  They thought they were in the end times as so many are thinking at this time.
But as we've discussed on this list before, Aquarius brings Uranus and Saturn.  In other words, we are simply entering the next ring in the cycle of human evolution.  Yes, more individuals are capable of making the leap of the Abyss than in the previous cycle.  Though you should remember that AL prophecies that still, few are chosen. 

Still, you hit the nail on the head with your description of the three Aeons that bring us to the present moment.  But it would serve you well to see the two mundane aeons that precede Isis as those two, along with Isis explain the Age of Aries.  How does Isis answer these two aeons?
Time is measured in groups of three cycles; spiritual, material and integrative.  Each aeon is a culmination in development that results from the two aeons that preceded it.  The formation of Judea and Rome occur in the aeon that precedes Isis.  And what of the history of the aeon that precedes this?
Thelema, the desert religions and all that relies on the still yet more ancient wisdom arises from the preceding Age of Taurus and there seems to be a link with this time to an even more ancient age that is the Age of Leo, when the Sphinx seems to have been built.  Cf. my articles on the Starry Gnosis, including Golden Dawn Skies.
The point I'm trying to make is that by limiting our knowledge to the Aeons of Isis, Osiris and Horus limits our approach to the truth.  And remember, Truth is the nature of the Sagittarian Manifestation that houses the Ages of Pisces, Aquarius and further still into the future, Sagittarius.

In venturing the Veil of Qesheth, one comes to the plane of Peh, which is the mouth/prophecy.  In the personal development of the Aspirant, one sees his or her present step on the path as a culmination of one's life as if there was a guidance presiding over the unconsciousness of youth and steering to the present moment.  This heralds the augury of the Secret Chiefs and/or this idea expressed in other traditions as 'Hidden Mahatmas' or 'Inner Guides'.  Carl Jung also writes eloquently on this. 

 

As per your intimation about ATU XIV: I wasn't really going there. Though, I would say that the path Samekh, being the path that joins the Sun and Moon in the Ruach, does express, on that plane, the transmutation we aim for in the Higher. And is it not necessary to make these steps, to set these patterns on the lower planes, as one works their way up? 
Yes; and on this plane, the intersection of Samekh and Peh, the intellect (Mercury/Hod soul of mind) and the emotions (Venus/Netzach soul of body) are equilibrated in order to gain the power of 'clarity.'  These two souls represent the horizontal (those spirits to be evoked) as the Sun and Moon represent the vertical (those deities to be invoked).  Together of course, this is the 'cross of light.'
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I certainly do concur with you that we need look further back. But even what we know of the Aeon of Isis is sketchy at best. I am quite interested in the idea of eventually attaining a samasatti meditational experience, in which I can have an in-depth experience of from where the energy that indwells this vessel came. Right now, I feel like ceratin emanations, not of a visual but of a telempathic nature, are coming to me along that thread. I can only vaguely interpret them, but they do help formulate a sort of inner coherence, which helps me to drive onward in my seeking. And I've thought about that idea, that the Jews have the Half. On one hand I think this may be a sly reference to the mythos of Cain and Abel, which is disguised in ATU VI, and may be a reference to certain complimentary aspects of the Hebrew and Chaldean systems, veiled as the story of Jehovah, casting out the Chaldeans in the form of Cain.

The sum of the Atu's is 63, and 63 + 61 = 124 = 31 x 4 = ODN, or Eden, a reference qabalistically to GOD(AL = 31) taking form. Being a product of 4 and 31, this suggests that the Garden of Eden might really be a mere way-station in ChSD, where IHVH resides. Hence the Fable in Genesis. 

 

The sum of the Hebrew letters is 610. 610 + 61 = 671, TARO, ThROA, ThORA, and is also 11, the number of Magick, multiplied by 61, the AIN.

 

The sum of the full spelling is 751(The AISh ThM, or Vir Integer, perfected Man). 751 + 61 = 812 = 406 x 2.
