Do what thou Wilt shall be the whole of The Law. 

    Word count analysis (WCA) is not the most elegant method of distilling insight from a holy book, but when used properly it can add credence to a received holy book more simply and powerfully then the most intricate of gematria schemes. WCA is the process of counting the number of times that each word appears in a work of literature. As an example, the word "the" appears in Liber CCXX 440 times and the word "of" appears 242 times. In claiming that the WCA of a holy book adds more levels of interpretation, we are asserting the merit of the work as a whole, while at the same time upholding its divine origins by recognizing its intelligent design. 

    There are two methods whereby meaningful word frequency may saturate a holy book: incidentally or by design, by overwhelming divinity or by careful mortal planning. The first method is how Liber AL is claimed to have been received, to which text was later added, as per instruction, to produce Liber CCXX. The nature of the being giving the message is such that it cannot help but have synchronicity between individual sentences and the message in totality. Theoretically it should be possible for a man to create with such truth, but they would have to at least realized understanding of unity (8=3 or above) for this to be possible.     The other method for meaningful WCA results requires careful planning and significant effort to produce anything worthwhile. It is the method of building meaning from the ground up, each correspondence carefully moved into place in harmony with the other connotations hovering about it. While it is possible Crowley spent months putting together Liber AL, it is very unlikely. From his initial lack of understanding for a large portion of the passages, to the absence of a gap in his diary entries that would indicate he had spent a large portion of the month planning exactly where he could fit in another "I Am" in order to bring the word count up to a certain level, there is no evidence that Crowley had any knowledge of Liber AL before the three days. Ultimately it doesn’t really matter by which method the Book of the Law was produced, as long as personal illumination can be gleaned from its passages. 

    The following paragraphs will deal with a few interesting words from a WCA of Liber CCXX produced by the author. The reader is advised to examine these finding as critically as possible and even produce his or her own WCA. The stops/punctuation have all been removed and the words determined by the spaces, thus we get such words as "89" and "R" because of verse 2:75. The hyphens have been replaced with spaces in the words where they appear. In Liber 220 there are 22 words that have this space mark in them (the word "Secret" appears 22 times in this book). Counting these hyphenated words as multiple words instead single words seems to produce significant results. For example if the word "all-touching" is changed to "all touching" the word "all" appears 61 times instead of 60 times (a reference to 0=2). Additionally the three word phrase "Ra Hoor Khuit" appears eight times, perhaps in reference to 1:46 "Nothing is a secret key of this law. Sixty-one the Jews call it; I call it eight, eighty, four hundred & eighteen." 

     The word "will" appears 31 times. "The Law, thou shalt, ye shall" appear 13 times, the reverse of 31. Liber 31 by Frater Achad is an excellent source of insight on these numbers. 

    The pronoun "I" appears 111 times, this would indicate that "I" is associated with or actually is perfected unity. This is something that should already be known to any good occult student and thus stands as a marker indicating that the text and method used to get this particular WCA will yield useful results. The word "A" appears 80 times, the value of Pe, Yesod and UOD the Hebrew union. The utterance "O" happens 32 times, perhaps corresponding to the 32 times that the word "god" appears in Genesis (O could also be considered to be a reference to Nuit). IAO then becomes a symbol of the union between the Identity and God. 111 – 80 = 31, 80 – 32 = 48 = 11 + 37, 37 x 3 = 111. 

    "None, Hadit, God, King, Art, Worship, Because, To me, It is, up" all appear 11 times, none being a name of Nuit. This could be contemplated in conjunction with the passages "My number is 11, as all their numbers who are of us." and "Thus eleven, as my bride is eleven." This could also give insight into the passage in A'ash vel Capricorni Pneumatici (CCCLXX): "4. Up." 

    "Ra, Hoor, Light and Word" all appear 15 times, perhaps related to "The Devil" tarot card or the the Gnostic Catholic Mass which is also known as Liber 15. 

    The word "the" appears exactly 440 times, which makes it the word that appears the most in Liber 220. This is the sum of the numbers on the outside rim if the Sigillum dei Ameth. It is the value of the hebrew word ThLI which is the Great Dragon, liber ADNI has this word as spelled Theli. It is also the value of ThM meaning whole, perfect, sincerity. 

    The phrase "I am" appears 42 times. This is the number by which Truth is ground into illusion. In liber 418 the magus performs his work of blades in front of a 42-fold table.

Thanks, this was very valuable.  Apparently there are only eighteen Greek fragments that have survived (seventeen, fragment 30 also includes 77b ... what explanation is there for the fragment numbers? ... is it that these fragments have not yet been published?); this gives me some questions:
Is the Greek older than the Coptic?
It seems likely that Greek would have been the original language from the Aramaic and even a possibility that some of the original writings were in Greek.  Is this so?  If not, what actually is the case?
The Christian Qabalah historically comes from the Greek.  And it would need a sacred text such as the Gnostic Gospels to authenticate it.  Though we know this was not the actual case for the Medieval Qabalists that actually developed what we really only now call the Christican Qabalah.
And I think in some way that especially a documentt or two comes from the Merkabah tradition (in some way) that led to documents such as the Apocalypse of Abraham, the Book of Enoch, Daniel, Isaiah and Ruth ... and of course in the New Testament, Revelation.
With the concept of the Demiurge, it seems to me that these Greek Gnostics were keenly aware of the inauguration of the Age of Pisces that was happening during their lifetimes.  This of course, brought about the symbolism of the fishes.  We know that a similar type of religious fever was also working on the South American continent and the discovery of the Black Hole as the true center of the Galaxy, showing the North Star to be erroneous.  (It moved!)
