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They are not common words, they are rare - apart from Apep, the serpent fiend and Hoor, that is a variant of Heru meaning High, lofty.

Asar I also think Crowley refered to Man in the comments of Liber L.
Bahlasti Ompeda I have translated as enochian. Bahl asti? om PD! = Willing Righteousness? Know the 33. The PD are by Dee and Kellys calls refered to as the 33 thunders of increase.

As this spirit group are some particularly sophisticated solar powers I regard it as very probable that Ra hoor khuit created a double meaning phrase. PD is certainly a great way to extend the brilliance of Ra hoor khuit, his inner and finer being as opposed to his known and more brutish powers.

I dont know what the relation betweeen palo and enochia is, and I wont start up with a new pantheon now, so I wont find out. But Cathrine has already sorted out she once will make that connection. And that should be very possible since she is able to connect to both system without any manual, words, ritual, teacher or godfather. I think these system mutually attracts eachother because they have got parts which the other lacks. Enochia lacks very low astrality, and Palo lacks direction for the moment and wants badly to reconnect with outer space.
I cant see how I possibly can have answered any of your questions on Heru because I hardly wrote anything. But there is a lot of material on Heru and his variants. Just have a look on the web. Search for Heru and Horus. Also recall that Hadit and Ra hoor khuit is variants of Heru.
